Regular Meeting

August 13, 2007

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 13, 2007.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Cy Wert, and Rob Vowell.  Also present were City Clerk Raedell Wagner, Assistant City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Fran Villano, Jeff Chance, Jennifer, Neider, David Neider, and Charles Strickland

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Rob Vowell led the Pledge of Allegiance

Current Agenda &Additions to the Agenda  - Cy Wert made a motion to approve the current agenda with the addition of Resolution 2-2007 Setting Polling Hours for the City General Elections to New Business #3 and tabling Ordinance #6-2007 and Ordinance #8-2007.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Minutes – Nan Rhodes made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting, July 9, 2007.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Bills – A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Nan Rhodes to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Eldercare Coalition – 

Jennifer Neider asked the mayor to sign a Gem Community Grant letter requesting payment in the amount of $25,000.  The contractor will submit billing the 9th of August.  Once the City receives funds from Idaho Commerce and Labor they will need to write a check to the coalition so the contractor can be paid.  Mrs. Neider mentioned that the grant for the garage is still moving forward.  The mayor reminded Mrs. Neider that the Coalition is required to install curbing and pavement at the facility.  The coalition may want to explore grants for this project.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the status of the transportation, streets, and roads – see attached Engineering Status Report.  Mr. Gehrke mentioned that the Environmental Report on Superior Street/Mill Rd Project was submitted to the ITD last week.  LHTAC has ordered funds for the supplemental agreement for the bridge design.  This has not gone through yet and may be after October 1.  The current and upcoming work includes completion of preliminary design, right-of-way maps, and right-of-way appraisals.  Regarding the 2008 LHTAC Rural Highway Investment Program Application, LHTAC has issued a letter stating that the funds could be used in City fiscal year 2007-2008 and that a portion could be used for matching funds for design and right-of-way acquisition.

Holladay Engineering – Water System

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering updated the Council on the status of the water system.  Regarding the Well 3 Polyphosphates and Chlorination Addition Project a conditional approval letter was issued by DEQ on July 16, 2007.  Installation can proceed.  The letter contained two project specific conditions, which are a 6-month engineering report and monitor wastewater effluent phosphorus.  Mr. Gehrke also reported on the Arsenic Compliance Agreement and Preliminary Engineering Report.  He said that Michael Stambulis of DEQ contacted HECO on July 24 and stated that DEQ has completed the technical portion of the PER review and has no additional requirements.  He also stated the review of the Environmental Information Document is still in progress.  On July 26 DEQ issued a review letter for the EID.  The review items were addressed and a revised EID was submitted to DEQ on August 3.  DEQ release of the final 5% of the Planning Grant Funds is anticipated as soon as EID review is complete.  

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System

Andy Gehrke reported that the status of the wastewater system has no new items to report at this time.

Mosquitoes –

The Mayor gave an update on mosquito spraying.
