Regular Meeting

Feb 12, 2007

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 12, 2007.  Council President Nan Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Council President Nan Rhodes and Council Members Cy Wert, Rob Vowell, and Mark Loveland.  Also present were Assistant Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Charles Strickland, Jeff Chance, Nadine Chance, Fran Villano, Jennifer Neider, Patty Heldt, and Kim Braun.

Flag Salute – Nan Rhodes led the Pledge of Allegiance

Additions to the Agenda  - Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the current agenda with the addition of under New Business adding #9 school board request for representative for superintendent interviews and striking out under New Business #1 Elect Council President.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Minutes – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the Regular City Council Meeting Minutes of January 8, 2007 with the correction of under Executive Session changing legal issues to personnel.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Bills – A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Cy Wert to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Eldercare Coalition – Jennifer Neider reported that she was writing a DOT grant for $25,000 to help build a 3-stall garage next to the assisted living facility to house the shared Senior Citizen 8-passenger van.  Part of the grant process required a transportation plan approved by the City that incorporated the survey results from the community to determine the current and future transportation needs for the City of Cambridge.  Mrs. Neider presented the Council with a copy of the plan and Council President Nan Rhodes read the plan into the record.  Cy Wert made a motion to adopt the transportation plan as presented.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The Mayor upon his return will sign the application.

Holladay Engineering-Transportation, Streets, and Roads - Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that nothing new has arisen on this subject.  See Engineering Status Report Feb 12, 2007 for current status of projects.

Holladay Engineering–Water System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported there has been some progress on rectifying warranty items.  The only one remaining is the small booster pump, which is still making noise.  It is to be fixed soon.  He also reported that Ernie Houghton has obtained the necessary equipment for AquaMag treatment.  Andy Gehrke stated that the DEQ approved the Arsenic Draft Preliminary Engineering Report for public comment.  A public hearing date needs set for the March meeting.  Rob Vowell made a motion to hold a public hearing for public comment on the Arsenic Draft Preliminary Engineering Report March 12, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Holladay Engineering–Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering mentioned that the Annual Report of Progress was sent to the EPA on July 24, 2006 and the next Report of Progress is due by April 1, 2007.  A de-chlorination system is recommended in order to allow the system to meet bacteria and residual chlorine permit limits.

Annexations  - A motion was made by Mark Loveland to hold a public hearing on the annexation proposal March 12, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Zoning Map – Assistant City Clerk Sandra McKee asked Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering if a legend could be put on the electronic copy of the new zoning map.  Mr. Gehrke said he would send a new electronic copy of the zoning map with a legend at no cost, as it should have had a legend on it.  A color copy of the zoning map will be available at Cambridge City Hall for 25 cents per copy.

Garbage – The Mayor is still working on garbage issues.

Kermit Wiggins Property (CTC) – Council President Nan Rhodes discussed her findings from legal counsel regarding this issue.  Discussion was then held.  A public hearing would need to be held by the City Council if they were to abandon and return any portion of the deeded property.  Mark Loveland made a motion to set a public hearing on the proposal to abandon and return Wilson Ave., First St., and Haller Ave. extensions recorded August 4, 2004 to CTC, the original owner, retaining an 80-foot easement at the corner of First St. and Haller Ave.  The public hearing would be held March 12, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. immediately following the first two public hearings.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

New Business

Elect Council President – Struck from agenda (does not need to be done till next year)

Appoint Clerk, Assistant Clerk, Treasurer, Assistant Treasurer, City Attorney, City Auditor, City Engineer, Public Works Superintendent, and City Law Enforcement

Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to appoint Raedell Wagner as the City Clerk.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to appoint Sandra McKee as the Assistant City Clerk.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Rob Vowell to appoint Raedell Wagner as the City Treasurer.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to appoint Sandra McKee as Assistant Treasurer.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Rob Vowell to appoint Bert L.Osborn, CHTD as the City Attorney.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to appoint Tim S. Folke, CPA, CMA, P.C. as the City Auditor.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to appoint Holladay Engineering as the City Engineer.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to appoint Ernie Houghton as the City Public Works Superintendent.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Rob Vowell to appoint Washington County Sheriff’s Department as the City Law Enforcement.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Dog Ordinance & Licensing – Discussion was held concerning the dog ordinance and licensing.  The subject was tabled till next month.

Use and Security of City Hall – Because of security reasons the front door of City Hall will not be open for meetings.  The back door will need to be used.

Purchase of New Printer  - Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to purchase a new all in one printer not to exceed $500.00.  The motion was voted on and the motion carried unanimously.

Set DEQ Water Public Hearing – Motions were made and a public hearing was set under Holladay Engineering – Water System in Old Business

State Investment Pool  - A motion was made and seconded by Rob Vowell to transfer the CD of $7500.00 that is up for renewal at US Bank and put it in the Water Revenue Checking to be transferred to the State Investment Fund.  The mayor will sign the documentation as soon as he returns.  The motion was voted on and the motion passed unanimously.  

Commercial Club Request to Close Road for Hell’s Canyon Days June 2 for Car Show

Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to approve the Commercial Club’s request to close N Superior St between Hwy 95 / Central Blvd and McKinley on June 2 for the Hell’s Canyon Days Car Show.  The motion was voted on and the motion passed unanimously.

School Board Request for Representative from City Council to Serve on the Superintendent Interview Panel
The Cambridge School Board was seeking a representative from the City Council to serve on the superintendent interview panel.  Training will be on Feb 28 with interviews being conducted all day March 1 for a new superintendent of schools.  Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to have Cy Wert be the City’s representative.  The motion was voted on and the motion passed unanimously.

Adjourn
A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Cy Wert to adjourn.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:32 p.m.
