Regular Meeting

May 14, 2007

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 14, 2007.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Cy Wert, Mark Loveland, and Rob Vowell.  Also present were Assistant City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Fran Villano, Jay Reiss, Kermit Wiggins, Angela Ader, Rozita B. Bailey, Alec Farrens, Dustin Winston, Sakata Mitchell, Alex Anderson, Dillon Rothman, Kim Vowell, Patty Heldt, and Eric Farrens.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and made a special welcome to the Cambridge 4th grade class accompanied by their teacher Mrs. Kim Vowell.  Mayor Campbell had attended the 4th grade class Box City and swearing in of their mayor.  Mark Loveland led the Pledge of Allegiance

Current Agenda &Additions to the Agenda  - Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda with the addition of under New Business #3 to add Invoice #22 as well.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Minutes – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting, April 9, 2007.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Bills – A motion was made by Mark Loveland and seconded by Nan Rhodes to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Eldercare Coalition

The Eldercare Coalition gave no report.  Mrs. Neider was not in attendance.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the status of the transportation, streets, and roads – see attached Engineering Status Report.  The wetlands delineation for Rush Creek was performed by HDR Inc. on May 10.

Holladay Engineering – Water System

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering updated the Council on the status of the water system.  Concerning warranty items he mentioned that a seal had started leaking on the small booster pump.  Ernie notified PSI on May 9, 2007.  On Well 3 Water Quality Improvements a draft scope of work has been prepared for City review.  Mr. Gehrke reported that the Arsenic Compliance Agreement and Preliminary Engineering Report had been revised and submitted to DEQ on April 30, 2007.  The City Council selected the “No Action” alternative on April 9, 2007.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System

Andy Gehrke explained the wastewater treatment facility chlorine residual and pH violations.  A recommended course of action letter regarding the permit violations was written to the City by Holladay Engineering on May 9, 2007.  The letter discusses the potential to reduce the number of pH violations by not discharging during the high pH periods.  It also discusses the need for dechlorination in order to meet chlorine and bacteria limits.  A draft letter in response to the EPA Notice of Violation letter has been prepared for City review.

Garbage

The Mayor still is working on complaints.  Most people have been complying with his requests.  Kermit Wiggins raised concern regarding a garbage dumpster in the street by Mrs. G’s on Superior Street.  The Mayor will address this concern and see what could be done.

Job Descriptions – Planning and Zoning Administrator

The job description for the Planning and Zoning Administrator was reviewed.  A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to adopt the job description and keep it on file at City Hall.  A vote was taken with Nan Rhodes voting aye, Rob Vowell aye, Mark Loveland nay, and Cy Wert abstaining.  The motion passed.

Review Model Ordinance on Cross Connection Control

Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reviewed with the City Council a Model Cross Connection Control Ordinance.  After some discussion the Council directed Ernie to make some changes as requested and bring an Ordinance for Cross Connection Control to the Council at next months meeting.

Read Ordinance Number 3-2007 – Mayor and City Council Salary Increase

Nan Rhodes read Ordinance 3-2007 in full for the 2nd time.  It will be read for a 3rd time next meeting.

New Business

Well #3 DEQ Approval – Additional Engineering Cost
Discussion was held regarding additional engineering costs for Well #3 DEQ Approval.  Design plans are required to be engineered for DEQ approval.  Holladay Engineering estimates they could have plans done in 45 days and it would probably take DEQ about 45 days to approve the plans.  Holladay Engineering estimated that the cost would be between $2,500 - $3,500 to submit the plans.  If this amount would be exceeded the City would be contacted first.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to authorize Holladay Engineering to draft for the City design plans for Well #3 Aqua Mag and Sodium Hypochlorite Addition.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Wastewater – Plan to Proceed to Avoid EPA Fines
Discussion was held concerning the wastewater problems and a plan to proceed to avoid EPA fines.  A spike in levels usually occurs in the spring and fall.  Timing effluent discharge to avoid seasonal high pH may be the most cost effective.  Also using a digital dosing pump instead of a manual pump would be helpful.  Mark Loveland recommeded that the City Council tour the system.  The deadline for the new levels in January 1, 2008.  EPA will only grant 1 extension if at all.  No second extensions have ever been granted.  The fine is $17,000.00 per day.  The Council asked Mike Holladay to draft a letter to EPA and they would review it and decide how to proceed.

Approve LHTAC Invoice #22 & #23
Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to approve LHTAC invoices #22 & 23 in the amounts approved on the bills.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimoulsy.

Mosquitoes
As of today no mosquitoe spraying has been done because of the windy, cool weather and breakdown of equipment.  The only out-of-town request for spraying is Justin & Jodie Mink.  The rates have increased significantly from last year.

Approve State Investment Fund – Water Reserve Fund
A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Nan Rhodes to transfer $11,060.29 from the Water Reserve fund to the State Investment Fund.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Introduce and Read Ordinance Number 4-2007 – Dog Control

Ordinance Number 4-2007 Dog Control was written as a draft and will be brought in orginal form next month.

Job Description – Public Works Superintendent

A motion to adopt and put on file the job description for the Public Works Superintendent was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell.  The motion was voted on with Cy Wert voting aye, Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Mark Loveland nay.  The motion passed.

Resolution #1-2007 – Abolish Dog Licensing Fees & Abolish Impound Fees

The resolution will be introduced and read next time when not in draft form.

Meeting Times on Lions Calendar
Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to have the City Council meeting times put on the Lions Calendar.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  The cost is .50 per date for a total of $6.00.

Executive Session

Legal Issues

Mark Loveland made a motion to go into executive session according to Idaho Code #67-2345 for the purpose of legal issues.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken.  Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Mark Loveland aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The Council entered into executive session at 8:25 p.m.

Kermit Wiggins entered executive session at 8:25 p.m.

Kermit Wiggins exited executive session at 8:53 p.m.

A motion was made by Mark Loveland and seconded by Rob Vowell to come out of executive session.  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Mark Loveland aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.

The Council reconvened to regular session at 9:04 p.m.

Action From Executive Session

A motion to reconsider retaining the property deeded to the City by CTC was made by Cy Wert.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion.  A vote was taken with Mark Loveland aye, Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Nan Rhodes nay.  The motion passed.

A motion was made by Mark Loveland and seconded by Cy Wert to abandon all streets deeded to the City by CTC retaining a 80’foot easement in direct alignment with Haller & 1st Street.  A vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, Mark Loveland aye, and Nan Rhodes nay.  The motion passed.

Adjourn

A motion was made by Mark Loveland and seconded by Nan Rhodes to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned at 9:08 p.m.
