Regular Meeting

April 11, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 11, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Also present were Acting City Clerk/Treasurer and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Ben Thomason of WCSO, Chuck Strickland, and Gail James.  City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee was absent as she was on vacation.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting March 14, 2011, and approve payment of bills) with the addition of the handwritten bills in red ink on the bill list.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering discussed the 4th Street Project application for LHTAC Investment Program Funding.  Cambridge was ranked 39th out of 53 applications.  LHTAC awarded the top 13 applications so Cambridge did not receive funding.  Andy also reported on the Wastewater Facility Plan, which is underway.  They are collecting and analyzing facility data and conducted a tour of the facilities.  An infiltration and inflow study is planned for April.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – No new information to report.

LRHIP Grant Application 2012 – 4th Street Project – Did not receive funding.

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – No new information to report.

Cambridge Commercial Club – Farmers Market – Gail James represented the Farmers Market. Discussion was held regarding the dates of City Park usage and the use of the picnic tables by the vendors. Gail reported that the vendors always use the picnic tables because they are available on a first-come, first-serve basis, and they have done so for 4 years with no complaints of which she is aware. Nina Hawkins made a motion to allow the use of the City Park by the Farmers Market for one more year on a trial basis, from July 2, 2011 to October 8, 2011 on Saturdays from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

City of Cambridge Website – Design Cambridge School District – Mayor Rhodes reported that work is still in progress.

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – Mayor Rhodes reported that she had not yet received anything new, and Ernie Houghton reported that there were no new e-mails received as of 6:45 PM this evening.

Poultry in City Limits – Mayor Rhodes presented a revised proposal and draft ordinance to allow up to 6 chicken hens in the city limits. Much discussion was held regarding geese and fowl, minimum lot sizes to allow chickens, the number of chickens allowed, wording regarding owners or tenants, responsibility for issuing permits should be with the City Council and not the Clerk, and concern that aggressive dogs may get into chicken enclosures. Mayor Rhodes asked the City Council if they wanted to drop the proposed Poultry ordinance, or to go ahead with it. Councilmember Hawkins requested that the issue remain active. Mayor Rhodes will continue to work on the proposed ordinance, and return next month with another draft.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Discussion was held concerning the City ROW plan.  Mayor Rhodes requested that only one block downtown be addressed at this time. Copies of the City of Sandpoint sidewalk detail were presented, and discussed. Lighting issues were discussed. Flowerpots were discussed. Encroachment into the sidewalk area was discussed, and specifically the vendors that nearly block off the sidewalk during Hells Canyon Days and the Washington County Fair. Mayor Rhodes will draft a policy to be discussed next month.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:07 p.m.
