Regular Meeting

April 11, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 11, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Carol Garrison of USDA RD, Jon Anderson, Tammi Holman, and Jim Birdsall.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting and approve payment of bills). Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Nate Marvin – Candidate Running for Washington County Commissioner – Nate Marvin was unable to attend do to issues that came up needing him to attend the Weiser City Council meeting where he is currently the Public Works Director.
Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD is currently reviewing the Historical Report for the Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk Project.  The target date for a draft plan set is April 30th.  Andy was also glad to report that Cambridge was ranked 2nd out of 14 applicants and was awarded a $30,000 sign grant through the LHTAC LRHIP Funding Application for FY2017.
Wastewater Improvement Project - Engineering Payment Application #16. USDA RD Additional Funding Agreement, Change Order #5 (Electrical), Change Order #6 (Sludge Removal), & Engineering PSA Amendment #4 – Discussion was held concerning the above items.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve Engineering Payment Application #16. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Carol Garrison of USDA RD presented the council with a Letter of Loan and Grant Approval Conditions for additional funding on the Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 1 (Sludge Removal and North Central Blvd Project & Lift Station).  The additional funding would be for an increase in loan of $300,000 and an increase of $193,000 on the grant amount.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the additional funding agreement with USDA RD.  This includes a Loan Resolution ($820,000 total loan), Request for Obligation of Funds (Grant $94,107 Grant $98,893, and $300,000 loan), and Letter of Intent to Meet Conditions.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The Engineering PSA Amendment #4 is not needed as all of the amendments to the funding were approved.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Grant Agreement Approval, Holladay Engineering Payment Application #4 and Administrative Payment Application #1 –   Jim Birdsall the grant administrator on this project, discussed the Grant Agreement that will be coming from the Idaho Department of Commerce for approval.  It is a pretty standard agreement and figures are just plugged in.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve the grant agreement with the Idaho Department of Commerce and have the Mayor sign after she has reviewed it.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #4 and Verl Cate seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to approve the Administrative Payment Application #1 and Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Comprehensive Plan Draft & Set Public Hearing – Discussion was held on the Draft Comprehensive Plan.  The council would like more time to go through the document and would like to go over the document again at the next meeting and set the public hearing then.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve a payment of 40% of the contract for the Comprehensive Plan to Jim Birdsall and Jerome Mapp at this time.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  This will leave 10% of the agreement to pay on completion.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project including Trees & Lighting and USDA RD Community Facilities Program – Carol Garrison reported the application for equipment funding from the Community Facilities Program through USDA RD was in process.  It is for funding for decorative lighting, trees, dirt, and wire to be able to finish the area being redone in the Central Business District.  The city applied for a $60,000 grant.  Carol hopes that they will be able to fund at least $30,000 but hopefully more.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that Environmental Acceptance has been received on the ITD Community Choices Project and things are moving forward with the design. 
Street Closures for Hells Canyon Days June 4, 2016 – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the proposed street closures.  This does not include closure of any other city right-of-way or sidewalk.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2016 – Bron Leuthold who has purchased the Office Bar has still not received his permit from the state.  He hopes to have it any day.  A special meeting may need to be held for this item depending when permits arrive.
Approve 911 Board Member – Discussion was held on the e-mail received from Washington County Sheriff Matt Thomas regarding the possibility of adding the Dispatch Supervisor Kim Chipman to the 911 Board as a voting or a non-voting member.  They would also like to look at adding someone from Cambridge and Midvale City Councils as non-voting members.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to add Kim Chapman as a voting or non-voting member.  The motion passed unanimously.  The council asked Mayor Rhodes to get more information on the 911 Board and when/how often they meet before they added a council member to the board.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:13 p.m.
