Regular Meeting

April 13, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 13, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Chuck Strickland, Jeff Chance, Nina Hawkins, and Sandy Cada.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and he led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Carson Kindall and seconded by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda with the additions of under New Business #7 Bike Riding and Skateboards on Sidewalks in Downtown, Old Business #8 Enforcement of Dog Leash Law, Old Business #9 Kim Braun Land Swap Update, and correction of New Business #5 from Seal to Logo.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of March 9, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Rob Vowell made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported on the Draft Wastewater Planning Grant Priority List, which has been published by DEQ.  Cambridge is currently ranked 19 out of 43.  DEQ indicates that $370,000 is available this year, which would fund approximately the top 12 or 13.  The final list should be published near the end of April.

Tom & Sandy Cada- Dog Kennel – Sandy Cada reported that on her list of 71 people she has 3 no’s right now and 47 yes.  She feels that the ordinance stating all must agree is a little unrealistic.  Sandy Cada asked the Council to consider changing the dog kennel ordinance from upon consent of all property owners to a percentage.  After much discussion Nan Rhodes made a motion to not reopen the kennel ordinance.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract  - No information or contract has been received from Lake Shore as of yet.

Review Final Flood Hazard Determination, FIS, & FIRM – Nan Rhodes reports she has drafted an ordinance on Flood Damage Prevention to comply with the above determination and requirements.  The draft has been sent for review to the proper agencies and Nan expects it to be approved without problem.  A public hearing must be held and the ordinance and map adopted before the deadline in June to meet compliance.

Resolution R5-2009 – Set Fees for Rezone, Annexation, Special Use, Variance, Comprehensive Plan Changes, & Kennel Permit Applications – Council President Nan Rhodes reported she had given the council members a copy of the draft resolution and had asked them to write down their ideas and get them back to her.  She has not received anything.  A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to table this item till next month.  The motion passed unanimously.

Enforcement of Dog Leash Law- Chuck Strickland asked that a copy of the dog leash law be put in the newspaper as an article to remind city residents of the requirements on dogs.  Also a request to make sure the Sheriff follows up on dog issues when they are called in.  The Mayor will speak with Sheriff Williams regarding this item.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to move this item Old Business #8 Enforcement of dog leash law into New Business #7 to deal with them both at the same time.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Kim Braun Land Swap Update – Mayor Campbell reported that he had received a call from Kim Braun’s brother Darin that Kim was out of town in Phoenix but seriously considering the proposed land exchange with the City as he realize that the triangle of land he owns is really of no use to him.

NEW BUSINESS

Mosquito Spraying – Midvale has recently realized that billing has not been done properly for the past two years and they have not billed people for over $11,000.  This includes the City of Cambridge but Midvale does not feel it is fair to rebill and will leave things as they are.  Because the actual cost of spraying is more than previously thought spraying may take place only every other week after the first month of spraying to help save on costs.

Closure of a Section of N Superior St for Hells Canyon Days June 6, 2009- The Cambridge Commercial Club has requested the above closure.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to grant the request for the closure of North Superior Street from the intersection of Hwy 95 in front of the Pioneer one block east to the intersection of Superior and McKinley on Saturday, June 6, 2009 from the hours of 8:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. to accommodate the 12th Annual Hells Canyon Days Car Show & Shine.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce - A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to table this item till next month.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Set Public Hearing on Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance – Nan Rhodes made a motion to set a public hearing on the proposed Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance Monday, May 11, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Reopen NB Item #3 – Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to reopen item #3 NB Growth Management Program on Ordinances - Idaho Department of Commerce.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  Item #3 was reopened. The council reviewed the e-mail from Jenn Atkinson, Program Director at Sage Community Resources who has asked if the City is interested in the 2nd component of the state-supported growth management program to work on ordinances.  Nan Rhodes will talk with Sage about this program as well as development agreements and report back next meeting.

City Logo – Nan Rhodes has drafted a proposed City Logo to be used on City documents and business cards.  The council liked the idea and some little adjustments from suggestions will be made and brought back for approval next month.  Also using the logo as a watermark for some documents was suggested.

City Clerk Report on Mountain West Clerks & Treasurers Institute and Report on Budget vs. Actual on General Fund
City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee reported on her attendance at the Mountain West Institute.  She thanked the council for the opportunity to attend the institute and felt it was very worthwhile.  Sandra reported on the classes she had attended and about City Clerk/Treasurer certification.  She expressed a desire to receive more training at the upcoming ICCTFOA Conference in September.  The City Clerk also reported on Budget vs. Actual figures on the General Fund. 

Bike Riding & Skateboarding on Sidewalks Downtown – Enforcement of the dog leash law was also moved earlier in the meeting to be included with this item.  After some discussion regarding these items Nan Rhodes made a motion to purchase 4 new signs with the bike/skateboard ordinance and have Ernie post them at the proper spots downtown and to have an article put in the paper regarding the skateboard and bike ordinance and the dog leash laws.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The mayor will put the article in the paper.

ADJOURN

A motion was made by Rob Vowell to adjourn the meeting.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:18 p.m.
