REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 13, 2015

7:00 p.m.
A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 13, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance. One councilmember position is still vacant. Also present were Acting City Clerk and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke and Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering, Gerry Kincaid, and Jeff Anderson of WCSO.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition of a payment to AmeriTitle for 12 Lot Book Reports in the amount of $900.00, and with the correction of agenda item #8 to read Ordinance #7-2015, and with the addition of agenda item #9 regarding the City of Cambridge to go out to bid for the Wastewater Project, Phase 1, pending approval by DEQ and USDA-RD. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report – Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the City of Cambridge has received a grant from ITD for the reconstruction of 4th Street. He will be in contact with Sandra McKee soon. No action needed.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk and Drainage Project – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that we are all waiting for ITD to prepare a final contract. No action needed.

ITD ADA Curb Ramp Program Grant Application – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that there are 24 non-compliant ADA ramps on Hwy 95, and 16 non-compliant ADA ramps on Hwy 71. A grant is available from ITD in the maximum amount of $60,000 to replace ADA curbs and ramps that exist within the Community Choices Sidewalk Project. Jeff Chance made a motion to have Holladay Engineering prepare and submit a grant application. Cyrus Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Transportation Plan – Presentation by Elwin Butler – Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering presented a draft of the Transportation Plan and discussed various issues, including incorrect references to ISPWC code sections in the recently passed Ordinance #5-2015. He asked the City to review the Transportation Plan and give him feedback for any changes desired. He will present a final draft at the next City Council meeting. The Mayor requested a workshop meeting of the City Council and staff to be held at City Hall on April 27, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss possible changes. The City Clerk will advertise as required. The Mayor said that the City Council will set the time and date for a public hearing on the Transportation Plan at the next regular City Council meeting on May 11, 2015.
ICDBG Application Advancement for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering did not have any update on the application. Ernie Houghton read the email from Jim Birdsall to Sandra McKee regarding the application, which said that we should expect a decision soon.

Ordinance #6-2015 – Sidewalk Construction, Building Permits, Remove P&Z Commission, Lot Requirements, and Easements – Ordinance #6-2015 was discussed. Cyrus Wert made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #6-2015 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations. Jeff Chance seconded the motion. Mayor Rhodes asked Acting City Clerk Ernie Houghton to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye. Cyrus Wert then read Ordinance #6-2015 by title only. Cyrus Wert then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #6-2015. Verl Cate seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye. The motion passed unanimously. Cyrus Wert made a motion to pass Ordinance #6-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only. The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance. The Acting City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye. The motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #7-2015 – Correct footages on Page 4 regarding curb width and street width – Because additional corrections are required as presented by Elwin Butler, the Mayor tabled this item until the next regular City Council meeting. The Mayor will make the necessary corrections and present to the City Council at the next meeting.

Wastewater Project Phase 1 Bidding – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering asked for City Council approval to go out to bid pending approval by DEQ and USDA-RD, which should happen prior to the next regular City Council meeting. After discussion, Jeff Chance made the motion to authorize the City of Cambridge to go out to bid for Wastewater Project Phase 1 pending approval by DEQ and USDA-RD. Verl Cate seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:29 p.m.
