The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 14, 2008, Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell, and Cy Wert.  Also present were Clerk Raedell Wagner, Deputy City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Jeff Chance, Norman Dopf, Larry Rincover, Elwin Butler, Scott Robinson, Steve Berardinelli and Bernice Berardenilli.

Welcome & Flag Salute –Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda -- A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda with the addition of under New Business No.3 Disposal of non- working office items of no value, No. 4 Elementary School Box City, No.5 Dumpsters and under Old Business No. 8 Rural Idaho Growth Management Grant Contract, No. A Rincover Negotiations.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell to approve the minutes of the regular City Council meeting held March 10, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

Payment of Bills--Nan Rhodes made the motion to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Rincover Negotiation Services, L.L.C.--Addendum

Mr. Rincover requested an addendum be added to his contract for the Right-of-Way on Superior Street because the site review appraisal will be more complicated and staking issues.  This will make it a reimbursable expense for the City through Negotiation Services. 

Nan Rhodes made a motion to approve the addendum to Negotiations Services L.L.C. for up to $2,500.00.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Holladay Engineering --Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke reported that the Superior Street/Mill Road Right-Of -Way Plans have been approved and a public meeting was held April 14, 2008.  

The Dechlorination Project Preliminary Engineering Report was submitted to DEQ on April 3 and design is underway.

A letter of interest was submitted to DEQ prior to the January 5, 2007 deadline for Wastewater Planning Grant Funds.  The City has applied for these funds for the past few years.  Cambridge is not high enough on the priority list to receive funding. 

Lawn Care 
A motion was made by Carson Kindall to accept the lawn care bid received from Craig Sova for $75.00 per week.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

FWRT Agreement Tabled

Agenda item No. 5 FWRT Agreement on emergency use during Superior Street Construction was tabled until next months meeting.

City Property Lines with Washington County, Steve Berardinelli and Kim Braun

The Board reviewed maps of city property lines and ownership information.  It was suggested that the City, Washington County, Steve Berardenilli and Kim Braun Construction discuss the surveying of properties in question and partnership on the cost of the survey.  Nan Rhodes will check with the County on the cost of surveying properties in question.

Disposal of Non-Working Office Items of No Value
Carson Kindall made the motion to dispose of the following non-working office items;
