Regular Meeting

April 14, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on April 14, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jon Anderson, Matt Thomas, Cody Strong, Sabrina Young, Lloyd Dibble, Gene Foster, and Nadine Chance.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
she led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition to the agenda of #8 Sabrina Young Candidate for Washington County Treasurer and the following agenda items renumbered from there.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the final rankings for the 4th Street project with LHTAC had been received.  Cambridge ranked 18th out of 54 applications and the top 16 were awarded construction funding.  We have moved up on the list and are really close to being funded so hopefully maybe next year we will be.  The FY2015 DEQ Wastewater Draft Priority List was released on March 18th.  Cambridge ranked 10th on the overall list, but was not included on the list of fundable projects, even though some lower ranked projects made the fundable project list.  This may be that DEQ is aware of the funding available from USDA to us and they know they can’t do as well.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – ITD is still working on a revised State/Local Agreement for our Community Choices for Idaho Grant.
Engineering Agreement for Wastewater Project with USDA – Holladay Engineering – 

Holladay Engineering revised their amount for our Wastewater Facility Project Engineering Agreement.  Rural Development reviewed the new agreement and approves of it if the city approves.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the Engineering Agreement and have the Mayor sign it.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding – Discussion was held on ICDBG funding.  The city has been in contact with Shawn Charters regarding possibly applying for funding.  An income survey would need to be done to see if we could qualify.  The council would like more information on the cost of the survey and if it was felt we had a chance in applying before making a decision.  This will be on the agenda next month.
Police Protection – Sheriff Matt Thomas – Discussion was held concerning citizen complaints on law enforcement.  Jeff Chance related the citizen complaints he received and also expressed his concern of lack of citations and lack of law enforcement in our area.  Sheriff Thomas encouraged the complaints to be taken to his office.  He hopes he will be able to budget more patrol time for our area in the next budget.
Speed Limit on North City Entrance – Discussion was held regarding the speed limit on the north entrance to the city.  Steve Berardenelli has expressed concerns of how fast people come into town and with kids on the bridge.  Ernie has previously requested ITD to lower the limits.  ITD has certain policies and studies they use to determine speed limits.  People can take their concerns to ITD.
Sabrina Young Candidate for Washington County Treasurer –   Sabrina Young, a candidate for Washington County Treasurer introduced herself and gave a brief history of her qualifications.
Fairboard Request for Parking on City Field & City Hay Field Use – Ernie Houghton presented a proposal for parking at the Fairgrounds during fair week and to also use the city hayfield for temporarily realigning Railroad Street to allow diagonal parking on both sides of Railroad Street.  Justin Mink had meet with Ernie to go over the proposal.  Justin is on both the Fairboard and the Cambridge Rodeo Association Board.  It was noted that marking may be needed for people to understand the new parking procedure.  Gene Foster suggested using level 3 officers to help with traffic control.  Lloyd Dibble would like to continue to hay the city field and will provide the Cambridge Rodeo Association with some hay as in the past and will keep the rest.  He was willing to cooperate to allow parking at fair time in the hayfield.  Mary James made a motion to approve the proposal as presented.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Commercial Club Request for Street Closure for Hells Canyon Days Car Show & Shine –   Mary James made a motion to approve the Commercial Club’s Request for Street Closure as proposed.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Water Ordinance #2-2014 – Discussion was held on the ordinance.  There was some concern on 8-1-11 on Free Access for Inspection.  Verl Cate felt he would like to see something stating that access may be denied.  Water and sewer services would be terminated immediately if denied as stated in 8-1-5.  The council asked to work on changing the language in that section and bring the ordinance back at the next meeting.
Sewer Ordinance #3-2014 – Discussion was held on the ordinance.  There was some concern on 8-1-11 on Free Access for Inspection.  Verl Cate felt he would like to see something stating that access may be denied.  Water and sewer services would be terminated immediately if denied as stated in 8-1-5.  The council asked to work on changing the language in that section and bring the ordinance back at the next meeting.

Commercial Rezone Ordinance #4-2014 - Discussion was held concerning the proposed rezone.  Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #4-2014 Commercial Rezone by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #4-2014 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #4-2014.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #4-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Sewer Bond Ordinance #5-2014 – Discussion was held concerning the sewer bond ordinance.  Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2014 Sewer Bond Ordinance by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Ordinance #5-2014 by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #5-2014.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  A roll call vote was then taken with Councilmember chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #5-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.    Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Sign Ordinance #6-2014 – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Sign Ordinance #6-2014 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #6-2014 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #6-2014.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Ordinance #6-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that a new agreement with the changes that were discussed with ITD had still not been received yet.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:16 p.m.
