Regular Meeting

August 10, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 10, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall. Council President Nan Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:08 p.m. Present were Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Cy Wert, Carson Kindall, and Rob Vowell.  Mayor Mike Campbell was absent.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Chuck Strickland, and Andy Gehrke.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Council President Nan Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and she led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the current agenda. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Cy Wert and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the Minutes of the Special City Council Meeting July 8, 2009 and the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of July 13, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Carson Kindall made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke reported that on the Superior Street/Mill Rd Project that construction is underway.  The water main has been constructed under Rush Creek and has passed the pressure testing.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – There were no new items to report on.

Resolution R5-2009 – Fee Schedule – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #R5-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall, aye.  The motion was approved unanimously.  Nan Rhodes read Resolution #R5-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Resolution #R5-2009.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Resolution #R5-2009 under suspension or rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The resolution passed unanimously.

Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce – Nan Rhodes is still waiting to receive from Sage a boilerplate Developer’s Agreement for the City to work off of.

Cable TV Franchise Agreement – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported to the Council on the State Code regarding Franchise Ordinances.  The old agreement is very outdated and does not comply with current law.  Sandra McKee gave the council a copy of Fruitland and Grangeville’s recent Franchise Ordinances.  Nan Rhodes will review the ordinances and will talk with Cambridge Telephone Company regarding the need for changes to the ordinance and the proper procedures.  Nan will then write a Franchise Ordinance to be brought back to the Council. 

NEW BUSINESS

ORDINANCE #7-2009 – CAMBRIDGE MUSEUM – DISPOSITION OF ARTIFACTS – Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #7-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Ordinance #7-2009 by title only.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #7-2009.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and a roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell made a motion to pass Ordinance #7-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Carson Kindall aye, Cy Wert aye, and Rob Vowell aye.  The ordinance passed unanimously.

SUPERIOR STREET/MILL RD PROJECT – CHANGE ORDER – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported for Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton the need for a change order on the Superior Street/Mill Rd project.  She reported that the water line at the corner of McKinley and Superior needs lowered.  Right now it goes through the middle of the storm drain and will only have 2 ½ feet of cover when the road is done which is not enough to prevent damage and freezing, etc…  Not lowering it is not and option.  ITD told Knife River today to go ahead but no price has been given yet.  Jim Justice had hoped to have a price for the meeting but we had not heard anything from him.  The contract does not say, “not to exceed” so they are hoping to be able to add more federal money to the mix.  If they can they will cost share about 93% and the City will about 7%.  We have nothing in writing at the present time.  After some discussion Rob Vowell made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a change order for McKinley and Superior Street water line change order.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

MOSQUITOES – Discussion was held regarding spraying mosquitoes and the cost.  The council decided to continue spraying once a week for the remainder of the season and the bill is to be paid out of the sewer account the rest of the year.  The council felt that the sewer ponds were the largest standing water and breeding grounds for mosquitoes and because they are sprayed as well and no money has ever been taken out of sewer to help pay the costs of spraying that the costs for the rest of the year should come out of the sewer account.  City Clerk Sandra McKee was instructed to contact the county regarding what they are considering as far as a County Mosquito Abatement district and where the issue is with them.

APPROVE BUDGET FOR 2009-2010 (FY2010) & CERTIFICATION OF PROPERTY TAX LEVY – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the budget for 2009-2010 (FY2010) and certify the property tax levy.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ORDINANCE #1-2010 – ANNUAL APPROPRIATIONS ORDINANCE FOR FY 2010 – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2010 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Cy Wert aye, and Rob Vowell aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes read Ordinance #1-2010 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2010.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and a roll call vote taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2010 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Ordinance #1-2010 passed unanimously.

ELECTION PROCEDURES AND DATES – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported on important dates coming up for the November 3rd election.  She also mentioned that when names are verified at the county that the county must given written verification of such to be submitted with the Declaration of Candidacy.  Seats open for the upcoming election include the mayor and 2 council member seats each for a four-year term.

ADJOURN – Cy Wert made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:51 p.m.
