Regular Meeting

August 11, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 11, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:14 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Linda Taylor, Kaye York, Trish Morris, Jonny Cochran of Hardin Sanitation, and Gail James.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that he had nothing new except for Community Choices which will be discussed separately.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – The city was notified that they were not able to select Holladay Engineering from the ITD Term Agreement for Project Development Services for the Community Choices for Idaho (Key No. 14345) and submit ITD-2760 Request for Consultant Services.  Because of the amount of the grant, Requests for Qualifications must be done.  The city issued a Request for Qualifications per ITD requirements on July 31 for engineering services.  Statements of Qualifications are due August 15th and will be scored by staff and an engineering firm named. 
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Shawn Charters of Charters Consulting just barely got enough responses back for an adequate sample.  She is working on tabulating the results.  Hopefully we will know soon.
Hardin Sanitation – Revised Franchised Agreement Including Proposed Increase of Fees –   Jonny Cochran of Hardin Sanitation addressed the council regarding the need to raise fees for garbage services and to also revise the Franchise Agreement.  He stated that the rates that are currently being charged are not cost effective and do not cover the costs of services.  They would like everyone to use their carts and not their own containers.  The new proposed fees were discussed.  Mayor Rhodes went over the concerns of City Attorney Bert Osborn regarding changing the Franchise Agreement.  After much discussion the council asked Jonny Cochran to work on the rates and a new Exhibit B for the next meeting on September 15, 2014 as discussed.
Kermit Wiggins – Speed Bumps in Alley by CTC Warehouse –   Kermit Wiggins was not in attendance.
National Defense Authorization Act – Cy Wert commented that he didn’t think this was necessary for the city to deal with.  Jeff Chance stated he agreed with the Act but didn’t think it is needed for the city.  The subject had been brought to the attention of the city by a letter from Marie Deknikker.
Ordinance #10-2014 – Discharge of Firearms – Mary James made a motion to table this item to the next meeting. Verl Cate seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and passed unanimously.  The item was tabled.
Law Enforcement Agreement with Washington County – The city still has not received a copy of the approved Law Enforcement Agreement with Washington County.  The minutes of the July 14, 2014 meeting of the Washington County Commissioners noted that after receipt of a letter from the City of Cambridge regarding payment for law enforcement in 2012 and 2013, further research was done and Washington County had received payment for those two years.
Resolution #R4-2014 – Fee Schedule – Discussion was held on the Fee Schedule.  It was discovered that the fees for subdivisions:  review of public infrastructure plans, re-review of public infrastructure plans/re-inspections of public infrastructure, and additional plat reviews are not in line with the costs now charged by engineers for those services.  They need to be increased to reflect the current rate for engineering.  Another public hearing would need to be done as these charges were not included in the public hearing on fees held earlier this evening.  Mary James made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to set a public hearing on fee increases as proposed for September 15th at 7:00 p.m.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.
Ordinance #7-2014 – Street Closures – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #7-2014 - Street Closures by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Ordinance #7-2014 by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulation and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #7-2014.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #7-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approve Budget for FY2015 & Certification of Property Tax Levy –   City Clerk Sandra McKee explained to the council how she had filled out the L-2’s taking out the personal property tax portion for the levy.  Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Mary James to approve the budget for FY2015 and the certification of property tax levy.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  
Ordinance #1-2015 – Annual Appropriations for FY2015 – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2015 – Annual Appropriations for FY2015 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Ordinance #1-2015 by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #1-2015.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:44 p.m.
