Regular Meeting

August 12, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 12, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.   Verl Cate was absent.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, and Marcus Gonzales & Brady Johnston of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition of #12 Discuss Improvements of Tennis Courts at Elementary School to the agenda as questions regarding the tennis courts had just come up today.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – only report was for the following two items on agenda. 
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – nothing requiring action.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported DEQ has reviewed the EID and is publishing a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) legal notice on 08/15.  There will be a 30-day public comment period before they issue the final FONSI.
Application for Community Choices for Idaho Program – The City of Cambridge was notified it qualified on the pre-application to move on to the final application for the sidewalk and drainage project.  A site visit with ITD was conducted on August 12, 2103.  A draft application is due to ITD District 3 on August 14 and the final application is due September 3, 2013.  Letters of support have been obtained from businesses and individuals.
Approve Budget for FY2014 & Certification of Property Tax Levy – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the budget for FY2014 and certification of property taxes.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Ordinance #1-2014 – Appropriations Ordinance for FY2014 – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2014 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Mary James.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Councilmember Cate was absent.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #1-2014 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #1-2014.  Mary James seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Councilmember Cate was absent.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Councilmember Cate was absent.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Offer on County Owned Property at Fairgrounds to Washington County Commissioners – Mayor Rhodes reported from her meeting with the Washington County Commissioners on August 5th.  Commissioner Rick Michaels had also asked the assessor to give him an estimate of value which, since he could not provide her with which type of agricultural land it actually was, she could only give him a possible value of $5200 in case it did have some water subbing, which it turns out it did not.  Value became a moot point because the other two commissioners, Tom Anderson and Kirk Chandler thought it fair that since the City of Cambridge had donated land, free of charge, to Washington County for the Washington County Fairgrounds back in the late 1950’s that the County should now donate this hay field to the City of Cambridge for their wastewater facilities expansion that is being mandated by the federal government.  Commissioner Rick Michaels stated he thought they should consult with the Fair Board before the donation of land became official but the other two commissioners decided in this instance notification was sufficient and that is how the Resolution passed at the August 5th meeting by the Commissioners was phrased. We are just waiting for the process to be completed.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that ITD wants to redo a Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 with the City of Cambridge.  The old agreement was last done in 1983.  The Mayor will be calling ITD to negotiate the agreement as there are some sections on snow removal, sweeping, sidewalks, etc… that the city may want changed.  When a final draft is ready it will be presented to the council for approval.
Discussion on Fireworks – Ernie Houghton has been asked to meet with other officials from Washington County to discuss a county fireworks ordinance.  Mr. Houghton wanted to make sure the council was still in agreement with the ordinance the city has.  He will be representing the city at the meeting and giving them input.  The council indicated they were still happy with the ordinance that is on the books at this time.
Downtown ROW including Garbage and Asphalt – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Salmon River Precast will be pouring the garbage cans the first week of September and they will need to cure about a month.  They will be billed in September so they can be paid for in this fiscal year’s budget.  The Community Choices Grant addresses the need for new asphalt.
City Election Information – City Clerk Sandra McKee presented information on the upcoming city election to be held on November 5th.  All council seats are up for election as well as the Mayor.  There are two positions open for councilmembers for 2 years and two positions open for 4 years.  The notice of candidate filing will be published in the paper on August 29.  Candidacy forms can be filed with the City Clerk (or Ernie Houghton as the clerk will be on vacation some) from August 26th through September 6th.
Discussion of Improvements of Tennis Courts at Elementary School – Councilmember Mary James reported that she had been asked that day by Cambridge FFA teacher Karl Dahle about the tennis courts.  The FFA would like to clean up the tennis courts and do some improvements.  It was suggested to have him talk to Mike Campbell or Harvey Braun regarding the agreement that was made on the tennis courts.  
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:10 p.m.
