Regular Meeting

August 13, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 13, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Jeff Chance, and   Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Chuck Strickland, Jim Erberich, Nina Hawkins, Creed Noah, Nadine Chance, and Jose Rodriguez of WCSO.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with changes to the Public Hearing Minutes of July 9, 2012 last sentence the word not to no and the Regular Minutes of July 9, 2012 last section on City ROW Landscaping third sentence strike Cy Wert seconded and change to Mary James seconded the motion.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering had nothing new to report.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that Jack Gantz of DEQ reviewed the Revised Draft Report and issued review comments on August 3, 2012.  The report is being revised to address the review comments.  Comments include DEQ recommends a formal City  request for the reduced setback at the WWTP if the selected alternative requires reduced setbacks and DEQ recommends consideration of the possibility of contracting with landowners to use reuse water vs. City purchase of a site. Holladay Engineering will address all of the comments for DEQ. 

Approve Resolution #R1-2012 – Amending Fee Schedule Sewer & Water – Matthew Cox made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R1-2012 and Mary James seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Matthew Cox then read Resolution #R-2012 by title only.  Matthew Cox made a motion to pass Resolution #R1-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and Resolution #R1-2012 passed unanimously.
Approve Budget for FY 2013 & Certification of Property Tax Levy – After review Mary James made a motion to approve the budget for FY2013 and certify the property tax levy as proposed.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Ordinance #1-2013 – Appropriations Ordinance for FY2013 – Matthew Cox made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Matthew Cox read Ordinance #1-2013 by title only.  Matthew Cox then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #1-2013.  The motion was seconded by Mary James.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye,

Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously. Matthew Cox made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Mary James seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and Ordinance #1-2013 passed unanimously.
Ordinance #5-2012 Sign Ordinance – Mayor Rhodes reported that ITD had told her that the City of Cambridge has control of the ROW on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 in the city limits, but that does not include signs.  ITD controls signs in the right-of-way.  Mayor Rhodes presented the council with a new draft of a sign ordinance (Ordinance #5-2012) incorporating this new information.  Discussion was held regarding off premise signs as well as if a sign ordinance was needed at all.  Creed Noah asked the council to think about what we want our town to look like.  Discussion was also held regarding the coyote at the Cambridge Coin & Pawn with the faces of Mr. and Mrs. Obama.  Many patrons expressed displeasure with the display and how it is disrespectful to the office of the president.  The City of Cambridge has checked with AIC and the city attorney regarding this issue and they both recommend the City leave it alone due to free speech.  As found out from ITD this month, ITD would control that issue and not the city.  Matthew Cox made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2012 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James nay, and Councilmember Wert aye.  This created a tie with Mayor Rhodes breaking the tie vote with a vote of aye.  Matthew Cox then read Ordinance #5-2012 by title only.  Matthew Cox then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #5-2012.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James abstain, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed.  Matthew Cox made a motion to pass Ordinance #5-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James nay, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The vote resulted in a tie vote with Mayor Rhodes breaking the tie vote with a vote of aye.  The motion and Ordinance #5-2012 passed.
Update Future Land Use and Zoning Maps – The council discussed the need to update the Future Land Use Map and Zoning Maps.  After some review Mary James made a motion to draft a Future Land Use Map to match changes just passed in Ordinance #4-2012 for future zoning regulations.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:25 p.m.
