Regular Meeting

August 8, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The public hearing for the proposed budget for FY 2012 and the regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 8, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Carson Kindall, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Nina Hawkins, Chuck Strickland, Jeff Chance, and Thel Pearson for both the public hearing and the regular meeting.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing – Consideration of the Proposed Budget for the Fiscal Year from October 1, 2011 to September 30, 2012 - Mayor Rhodes opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. at Cambridge City Hall located at 80 S Superior St Cambridge, Idaho.  The purpose of the hearing is to receive public input and public testimony concerning the proposed budget for the fiscal year from October 1, 2011 to September 30, 2012 (FY2012).  Mayor Rhodes explained the way the public hearing would be conducted.  City Clerk Sandra McKee read the Notice of Public Hearing as published in the Upper Country News Reporter, the cities official newspaper.  Mayor Rhodes called for testimony for, testimony against, and neutral comments on the proposal.  No testimony was received.  With no testimony received Mayor Rhodes declared the public hearing as being closed at 7:04 p.m.

Facts & Findings – No testimony received.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting July 11, 2011, and approve payment of bills) to include $1.08 – USPS postage - U.S. Bank Visa Card if posted on statement this month if not to put on next month. Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported The Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) shows the existing treatment facility in flood Zone A.  In Zone A, no base flood elevations have been determined by FEMA, so the 100-year flood boundary is just approximate.  Mr. Gehrke wondered if the city might have some evidence and documentation that the treatment facility and any adjacent areas may be located outside the flood boundary.  Discussion was held.  Ernie Houghton will see what he can find on the subject including maps from the Flood of 97.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Work is still in progress - nothing requiring action.

Proposal from ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Holmes – Mr. Holmes was not able to attend the meeting but had provided the council answers to their questions from last meeting in a report.  It explained that pollution is not covered and is not covered by other carriers as well.  It also stated that the fidelity bond coverage would take the place of our current bonds, meeting Idaho Code bonding requirements for public officials.  To add the water tank it would be $117.00 per year and to add water hydrants it would be $55.00.  After some discussion Matthew Cox made a motion to switch to ICRMP Insurance through Dennis Holmes and to include fire hydrants for $55.00 and the water tank for $117.00 along with the original quote to start at the beginning of the new fiscal year.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

City Property Line at Cambridge Rodeo Grounds – Mayor Rhodes reported on her discussion with the attorney regarding the city property line at the Cambridge Rodeo Grounds.  After reviewing documentation with City Attorney, Bert Osborn he recommends the city immediately fence this property to prevent numerous liability issues.  He stated that there can never be adverse possession against a government entity and there is no debate on who owns this property.  After some discussion Rob Vowell made a motion to approve fencing the east side of the fairgrounds property to the Weiser River, owned by the City of Cambridge not to exceed $1,000.00.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Approve Budget for FY 2012 & Certifications of Property Tax Levy  - Carson Kindall made a motion to approve the budget for FY2012 and certify the property tax levy.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Approve Ordinance 1-2012 – Appropriations for FY 2012 – Carson Kindall made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2012 Appropriations by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Carson Kindall then read Ordinance #1-2012 by title only.  Carson Kindall made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #1-2012.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Carson Kindall made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken by the clerk with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.

City Elections – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported on City Elections coming up on November 8, 2011 and some of the dates and deadlines concerning the election.  The City will have two 4-year terms and one 2-year term up for election.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Discussion was held concerning the City ROW plan.  Carson Kindall reported he had met with Galen Moran of IPCO and talked about lighting.  It would cost approximately $2,000 per side of the business district street to install and run things to a junction box.  It is $3.00 per foot after pipe is laid to the pole.  The best places for junction boxes are at the parking lot owned by Bucky's by the Fire Department and parking lot between LGS and the Gallery.  It was recommended to have 2” conduit to the poles.  Property lines and easements would be needed for the project.  It would be best to put conduit on backside of the poles.  Discussion was also held on decorative items on the poles and Carson will look more into the guidelines for this.   Carson Kindall stated he could get a map from CTC for a starting point to start drafting a plan.  The two dead trees in the business district were then discussed.  Matthew Cox will look into planting 2 new trees for downtown from Fruitland Nursery.

Adjourn – Carson Kindall made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:26 p.m.
