Regular Meeting

August 8, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on August 8, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Lyle Sall, and Lynde Yoder .
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda clarifying #5 that the ITD Contract also includes a resolution which will be numbered #R5-2016 – State/Local Agreement (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting and public hearing, and approve payment of bills). Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Environmental Document was approved by ITD on July 7, 2016 for the Community Choices for Idaho Sidewalk and Drainage Project.  Final plans, specifications and estimates have been submitted to ITD for review.  A bid opening was held on August 3, 2016 for the 4th Street Project.  Four bids were received.  The Base Bid amount ranged from $122,516 to $171,737.  Bids will be discussed in a later agenda item this meeting.  On the Wastewater Phase 1 Project plans and specs with Preliminary Engineering Report for a new Central Blvd.  Lift Station have been submitted to DEQ.  USDA RD has approved these but we are waiting for DEQ approval prior to finalizing change order amounts.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 1 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #20 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #9- After reviewing the payment applications Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #20 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #9.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #8, Administrative Payment Application #3, and Request for Funds Packet #5 - Discussion was held concerning the above items.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #8 and Request for Funds Packet #5.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance and the motion passed unanimously. Administrative Payment Application #3 was not ready to present yet.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – Approve ITD Contract and Pay Request#10 & #11 (with Resolution #R5-2016 – State/Local Agreement) –  Discussion was held on the ITD State/Local Agreement presented with a resolution attached.  It was noted that the language that was unacceptable to the city in the first agreement was back in the agreement.  Jon Anderson made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to approve Pay Request #10 & #11 and approve the ITD State/Local Agreement with the words in Section 2:12 stricken – defend and/and defend.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  The resolution attached to the agreement was taken separately.  Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R5-2016 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The Mayor asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert then read Resolution #R5-2016.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Resolution #R5-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The resolution passed unanimously.
4th Street Project – Notice of Award and Approval to Sign Contract Documents – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering presented the council with the bid tabulations on 4th Street. Bids were received from four contractors with base bids from Paul Construction Inc. for $122,516.00, Kim Braun Construction $146,950.42, Durham Gravel Works Inc. $143,969.60 and Knife River Corp for $171,737.00.  All bids were over what was expected for bids.  Bid alternatives were also received but because of funds will not be considered.  Low bid came from Paul Construction Inc. at $122,516.00.  After some discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to approve and award the low bid of $122,516.00 to Paul Construction Inc. with approval to sign contract documents and the Notice of Award.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
USDA RD Community Facilities Program Grant – Lighting & Trees in Central Business District –  Carol Garrison reported to the city clerk that the application had been approved but wasn’t able to be funded in this fiscal year for USDA RD.  Carol thought that it may be able to be funded in the next fiscal year.
Ordinance #7-2016 – Abandon McKinley Street between Commercial Street & the Weiser River Trail – A public hearing had been held earlier in the evening regarding abandoning/vacating a single block of McKinley Avenue lying between Commercial Street and the Weiser River Trail and conveying title of the vacated property to the Cambridge Fire Protection District.  Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #7-2016 – Abandon McKinley Street between Commercial Street and the Weiser River Trail by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance read Ordinance #7-2016 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #7-2016.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #7-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #8- 2016 – Open Burning –  Mayor Rhodes has not heard back yet from the 
Cambridge Fire Chief or Chairman of the Cambridge Fire Protection District so she would like to wait for their input before the council moves forward with the ordinance.
Approve 911 Board Member –   Sheriff Matt Thomas is still working on an Intergovernmental Agreement for Communication Services which will include the addition of a non-voting member from the Cambridge City Council appointed by the Mayor.  The Agreement had not been completed yet so and appointment will not be made until the agreement is approved.
Approve Budget for FY2017 & Certification of Property Tax Levy & Resolution #R4-2016 – Foregone Property Tax Revenue – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the budget for FY2017 and certification of the property tax levy.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert the made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R4-2016 – Foregone Property Tax Revenue by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert read Resolution #R4-2016 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to pass Resolution #R4-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously.  The foregone property tax revenue received will be used for streets according to the resolution.
Ordinance #1-2017 – Annual Appropriations Ordinance – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #1-2017 Annual Appropriations FY2017 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance read Ordinance #1-2017 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #1-2017.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #1-2017 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Resolution #R3-2016 – Fee Schedule – City Clerk Sandra McKee reviewed the changes in the proposed fee schedule with the council.  These included the sewer rate going from $50.00 to $52.50 in an on status and from $20.80 to $21.80 in an off status.  Also waiving building permit fees for Washington County but requiring a completed application and permit was clarified.  Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R3-2016 Fee Schedule by title only under suspension of rules and regulations  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert then read Resolution #R3-2016 by title only.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Resolution #R3-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously. 
Review Ethics and Open Meeting Laws – Mayor Rhodes discussed the Open Meeting Laws and Ethics in Government Manuals that were distributed to councilmembers from the Attorney General’s Office.  Also information on these subjects from the Idaho Association of Cities was given to the councilmembers.  After some discussion Mayor Rhodes encouraged everyone to read the information and be aware of the need to comply with these laws.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:30 p.m.
