Regular Meeting

December 10, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 10, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:59 p.m. following the public hearing on the Wastewater Facility Planning Draft.   Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Matthew Cox, and Jeff Chance. Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Rob Vowell, Joe Wrenfrow, and Deputy M Gonzales of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Rhodes welcomed Joe Wrenfrow of Idaho Garboligist, the solid waste franchise for the City of Cambridge.  Mr. Wrenfrow presented the council and staff with candy and hats in appreciation of their business the previous year and wished everyone a Merry Christmas.  The council thanked him for his quality services provided to the city.
Consent Agenda – Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) and to add item #6 on agenda – Consider Petitioning AT&T to Light Cell Tower at School.  This addition was added on Friday at 3:00 p.m. It was an oversight on the agenda as the council had requested this item to be on the agenda again at its previous meeting in November.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering only had one item to report and that was that the Transportation Plan has been submitted to LHTAC for consideration.  Mr. Gehrke also presented the council with Christmas gift baskets of candy and apples in appreciation of using Holladay Engineering as the city engineer.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – The council discussed the plan alternatives and funding options.  At this point the council needs to select an alternative to apply for funding and complete the Environmental Impact Study.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton stated he leans towards Alternative A.  The public comment period is still open and the council doesn’t want to not consider comment but feels like it needs to select an alternative to be able to apply for the Letter of Interest for Wastewater Loan Funding.  Discussion was held about selecting an option now and that if more public comment came in the council could reconsider their selection if necessary.  Mary James made a motion to proceed with Alternative A pending any further comment.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
DEQ Letter of Interest for Wastewater Loan Funding – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering asked the council if they would like to submit a Letter of Interest for DEQ Wastewater Loan Funding.  After some discussion Matthew Cox made a motion to approve sending DEQ a Letter of Interest for Wastewater Loan Funding and selecting Alternative A pending the public comment period and allow the Council President to sign the Letter of Interest in the absence of the Mayor.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The council stated educating the public about the wastewater facility plan and needed rate increases will be very important as very few attended the public hearing and only one lived in the city limits.  
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for FY2013 – City Clerk Sandra McKee presented the council with completed Alcoholic Beverage License Applications for Mark Loveland dba Loveland’s General Store and Gerald Nosler dba Office Bar. Matthew Cox made a motion to approve alcoholic beverage licenses for Gerald Nosler dba Office Bar and Mark Loveland dba Loveland’s General Store as presented.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Consider Petitioning AT&T to Light Cell Tower at School – Discussion was held whether to petition AT&T to light the proposed cell tower at the Cambridge Elementary School.  Ernie Houghton had called and left messages with the contractor of the project and also Don Shiveley the project administrator about how to petition if lighting was requested and he never had a response.  A check has not been received for the building permit application yet so no building has started.  Jeff Chance stated he would like to see the tower lit for safety reasons especially being in a residential area and that a school is close.  Cy Wert said he has heard from patrons who would not like the tower lit.  Rob Vowell who is a resident that lives close to the proposed tower stated he would not like tower lit.  No motion was made.
Comprehensive Plan Draft for Updating – Mayor Rhodes stated she had bought a new printer with a scanner and was able to scan the old Comprehensive Plan to be editable.  Not all of it transferred properly but the majority did, so it will give us a good start in updating a new one.  Mary James made a motion to have the council submit their changes from their working copy to City Clerk Sandra McKee or the Mayor and to table this item to January.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:50 p.m.
