Regular Meeting

December 13, 2010

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 13, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Jeff Chance, Dean Brumbaugh, Sheila Marchbanks, Kevin Papineau, and Ben Thomason of WCSO.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilmember Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting November 8, 2010, approve payment of bills).  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was not able to attend the council meeting tonight because of a conflict of schedule.  He had e-mailed a response to the council’s previous questions and concerns on the Hwy 95 intersection in town -see report.  City Clerk Sandra McKee and Public Works Superintendent both commented to the council how if the council wanted to change the intersection and make it more restrictive that ITD would probably bring up the previous Cambridge Bypass that the city opposed a few years ago when proposed by ITD.  WCSO Ben Thomason agreed speeding especially around semi trucks is a problem at times in the City.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Mayor Rhodes reported that Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering had notified her that the only remaining item needed was for the grant application was a e-mail to MaryAnna Peavey at DEQ stating that the City intends to complete an Environmental Information Document (EID)) as part of the wastewater planning study.  Mayor Rhodes had e-mailed MaryAnna Peavey at DEQ stating the City of Cambridge would be doing the EID.

LRHIP Grant Application 2012 – 4th Street Project – Holladay Engineering has sent in the LRHIP Grant Application 2012 for 4th Street.

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that final results of the seepage testing have not been received from Strata yet.

Safe Routes to Schools Workshop Report – Public Works Superintendent – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported on the Safe Routes to Schools workshop he had attended.  Safe Routes to Schools Funding is federal aid funding administered by ITD up to $100,000 per project.  The request must include funds for non-infrastructure funds as well.  Awards for funding are sometimes for both infrastructure and non-infrastructure but may only be for one or the other and the City would be required to pay all costs for the type not funded. The funding requires an enormous amount of paperwork.  Engineering fees can’t be included for funding and Davis Bacon wages must be paid on the project.  Others in attendance including those from larger towns felt the costs and time involved for Safe Routes to Schools Funding may not be worth it and other sources of funding these projects may be more favorable.

Dean Brumbaugh – Zoning Issues – Dean Brumbaugh and his sister Sheila Marchbanks addressed zoning questions to the council regarding property behind Tower Park on 2nd Street (20 S 2nd Street).  They were wondering if the council was entertaining rezoning property along Hwy 71 in the near future as it had been mentioned at previous council meetings.  The council stated that it is not in their comprehensive plan but the plan is due to be redone in the next year or so and then rezoning may be considered.  Mr. Brumbaugh stated he is looking into purchasing the above property and would like to have a lathe with 3 phase power to make little parts in the shop to sell part-time, possibly use the home for overflow for the Cambridge Bed & Breakfast, and have motorcycle and bike rentals. Mr. Brumbaugh was told that a conditional use permit is another option he could consider applying for.  Mr. Brumbaugh decided to talk with neighbors first and get a better feel of his proposal before applying to the City.

Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for FY2011 – Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for FY 2011 for Mark Loveland dba Loveland’s General Store for beer and wine not consumed on premises contingent upon submission of their Washington County license, Gerald E. Nosler dba Office Bar for draught and bottled or canned beer consumed on premises and retail liquor by the drink, and Andy Kekel dba Hell’s Canyon Corner for beer and wine not to be consumed on premises.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – Kevin Papineau President of the Cambridge Rodeo Board was in attendance and spoke with the council regarding the Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease with the City.  A draft copy of a new lease was presented.  The Cambridge Rodeo Board is looking into liability coverage year round to comply with the City’s wishes.  Mr. Papineau will take the draft lease to the Rodeo Board for review.

Ordinance #2-2010 – Usage In and To Any City Owned, Leased, or Maintained Natural Area, Park, Playground, or Play Field, Parking Lot or Other Property – Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2010 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Ordinance #2-2010 by title only.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2010.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2010 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Mayor Rhodes explained to the Council the need to create a vision of the complete needs of the City ROW on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71.  City Clerk Sandra McKee was asked to get each council member a copy of Parma’s plan.  The Mayor will pull out information from the old proposed LID for the council to review at the next meeting.

Draft Ordinance #3-2010 – Trees and Shrubs – Nina Hawkins made a motion to table an ordinance on trees and shrubs until the plan for the City ROW on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 is completed.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:48 p.m.
