Regular Meeting

December 8, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 8, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of public hearing, regular city council meeting, & special meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the final application has been submitted to LHTAC with updated support letters for 4th Street.  Final rankings are typically released around March or April.  Holladay Engineering has addressed comments from ITD for the final scope of work on the Community Choices of Idaho Project.  Holladay Engineering and the City must now submit independent man-hour estimates to ITD.  An open house for initial public input is planned for January for the Transportation Plan.  This will be discussed more on the separate agenda item.  Easement descriptions and maps are being prepared by the surveyor on our wastewater project.  A meeting with the electrical engineer will be held on December 10, 2014.  The draft plans and specs are scheduled for submittal to the City and RD in December.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
Schedule a Transportation Open House for the Public – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering discussed the need for an open house for the public on the transportation plan.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to have a Transportation Open House for the Public.  The motion passed unanimously.  This will be in the News-Reporter for two weeks.
Award Request for Proposals for Engineering and Architectural Services for the Wastewater System Improvement Project Phase 2 – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton explained to the council the RFP process that was used.  He reported only one firm had responded and that was Holladay Engineering Co. of Payette, Idaho.  The staff reviewed their proposal and was happy with what was presented and felt that the Holladay Engineering Co. should be awarded these services.  Jeff Chance made a motion to award the request for proposals for engineering and architectural services for the wastewater system improvement project phase 2 to Holladay Engineering Co.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2015 – City Clerk Sandra McKee presented the council with applications for Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2015.  Applications were received from ML and JR LLC for both Jay’s and for Loveland’s General Store.  Both of these had receipts from Washington County showing they had applied and paid for a county license but the county was supposed to approve it at their meeting today and a final certificate from the county would not be available until the next day.  Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2015 for Jay’s for beer not consumed on premises and retail wine and for Loveland’s General Store for beer not consumed on premises and retail wine pending receipt of the county license.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Approve Notice of Meetings for 2015 – The city clerk noted that she had made only one change for the upcoming year from the regular meeting day and time of the 2nd Monday at 7:00 p.m.  The one change was for the September meeting to be moved to the following Tuesday, September 15 instead of Monday.  Verl Cate made a motion to approve the Notice of Meetings for 2015 and it was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #11-2014 – Group Homes – Definitions to include Bed & Breakfasts, Child or Adult Care Facilities, Convalescent Homes, Nursing Homes, Halfway House, and Handicapped Homes and Amend Zoned Permitted Uses for Such – The ordinance changes were discussed.  The council wanted parking to be addressed and striking out #5 under Child or Adult Care Facility as it conflicts with the other statements.  The mayor will look into parking and bring a revised ordinance back next month.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:44 p.m.
