The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 11, 2008, Council President Nan Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:15 pm. Welcome & Flag Salute –Council President Nan Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Council member Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda -- A motion was made by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda with the addition of under new business item 5 Nina Hawkins letter concerning sprinkler systems. The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Utility Billing--Discussion followed concerning problems with utility billing.  Nan Rhodes will contact the City Attorney to address these issues.
