Regular Meeting

February 13, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 13, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Matthew Cox, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, City Intern Holden McKee, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Nina Hawkins, Chuck Strickland, Jack Toothman, Jeri Bemis, and Jose Rodriguez of the WCSO.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and introduced City Intern Holden McKee who is doing a volunteer internship for his degree at BYU-Idaho with the City of Cambridge.  Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting & special city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported there were no new items this month except the Wastewater Planning Grant which will be discussed in the next item.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Draft Facility Plan Report has been completed for City review.  He presented two full copies to Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton and a condensed copy to each of the council members and city clerk.  The Draft Report will also be submitted to Idaho DEQ.  Following review comments by the City and DEQ, the Draft Report will be modified and presented for public comment.  After public comments are received and final alternative selection, the Final Facility Plan will be prepared and submitted.  Andy Gehrke went through some of the main points included in the report with the council.  This included city data, collection system findings, treatment facility findings, alternatives, and the next steps need for the plan.

KTVB 7 Broadcast Signal Serving Cambridge and Cambridge Telephone Company –  Discussion was held regarding the letter received from KTVB Idaho’s News Channel 7 regarding its dispute with Cambridge Telephone Company.  The Council took no action and hopes that both parties will work to resolve the issues.

Ordinance #2-2012 – Repeal Title 1, Chapter 11 – City Elections - Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2012 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Matthew Cox.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously. Mary James then read Ordinance #2-2012 by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2012.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the city clerk took a roll call vote.  Councilmember Chance voted aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.

Ordinance #3-2012 – Water and Sewer Services – Discontinuance of Service – Matthew Cox made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2012 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Matthew Cox then read Ordinance #3-2012 by title only.  Matthew Cox made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2012.  Mary James seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Matthew Cox made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and Ordinance #3-2012 passed unanimously.

Draft Zoning Changes for New Ordinance – Options on zoning were discussed and the council asked the Mayor to talk with Sage about the options for their opinion on zoning designations.  Parking was also discussed especially in the Central Business District.  Parking rules will have to be lined up with code.  The council also would like to know more about resale values of mixed use designations.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District –  Mary James offered to be the councilmember in charge of street lighting and Jeff Chance will do signage.  Councilmembers need to review the Tremonton, Utah sign ordinance to see if they would like any of it incorporated in to the draft sign ordinance.  Also in the draft the word Fruitland needs changed to Cambridge.  Mary James made a motion to table this item till next meeting.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  This item is tabled till next meeting.

Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:55 p.m.
