Regular Meeting

February 14, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 14, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Samantha Starks from WCSO, Jeff Chance, Chuck Strickland, Verl Cate, and Kim Braun. 

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and the Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Nina Hawkins made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting January 10, 2011, approve payment of bills).  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported nothing new to report except on broken out agenda items.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Wastewater Planning Grant is in the beginning stages.  He has been working with Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton in updating the sewer map and preliminary data collection.

LRHIP Grant Application 2012 – 4th Street Project – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that nothing has been heard regarding this grant application.  Hopefully we may know by the March meeting.

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that Strata has compiled data for the 2 small ponds and verbally we have heard DEQ has accepted the 2 small ponds but we are awaiting final notification.  Data is being finalized on the large pond and has not been presented to DEQ yet for approval.  The data had erratic readings but Strata will be stressing all three ponds were built at the same time with the same material by the same contractor.  Hopefully we will know more on the large pond by next meeting.

Repair Curb & Sidewalk at 1st Street & Hwy 71  - Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that a big chunk of concrete is missing on the curb and sidewalk at 1st Street and Hwy 71.  He thinks someone plowing snow may have hit it.  It was not our snow removal contractor as they are the ones that noticed it and reported it.  Ernie will get an estimate when the snow is gone to present at a later meeting for approval.

Cemetery Road ROW Report – Public Works Superintendent – Ernie Houghton reported that a house on Cemetery Road might be encroaching a lot into the City ROW.  It was thought there might be some street issues but Roland Mullinex had just called before the meeting and said that he had been thinking of a different property and those concerns would not apply here.  Ernie plans on finding markers when the snow melts and will know more then.

Verl Cate – Trees 85 E Central in City ROW – Verl Cate asked the council if the would be willing to remove the Elm trees in their ROW at 85 E Central Blvd because they are causing some problems with wires and drainage.  He would like to fix the drainage problem and eventually maybe put in curbs, gutters, and sidewalks.  The council agreed they were ok with the removal of the trees.  They suggested maybe Idaho Power could get their contractors to trim the trees and then if they are low enough they could be taken out by the owner or the City.  Verl will work on a plan for tree removal.

City of Cambridge Website – Design Cambridge School District – Mayor Rhodes reported that teacher Sherie Moran of Cambridge High School had contacted her about her class creating a website for the City of Cambridge.  She had seen the Memo from the Mayor column in the Newsreporter talking about how the City would like to have a website.  Mayor Rhodes is working with Ms. Moran and class on design.  CTC can host the website for a reasonable price.  The City already has a domain name reserved through the state so that is taken care of.  The website will include general city information and links to forms, utility billing information, code, businesses, etc…

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – The Cambridge Rodeo Board had requested some possible changes to the lease. The first change would be to change their name on the lease to Cambridge Rodeo Association, Inc., which is their official name.  They would also like to add under Consideration the word permanent to read “All permanent improvements”.  The council discussed this change and decided they do not want to add the word permanent and would like the Cambridge Rodeo Association, Inc.  to make a list of all temporary (non-permanent) improvements that would be their property and have it added as Exhibit B to the lease.  The clerk will ask if this could be done.  Under Responsibility of Insurance the Cambridge Rodeo Association would like to have the paragraph ‘The second party agrees to immediately notify the first party of any conduct or circumstances which may bring about an injury to persons or tangible property, describing the injury or damage to tangible property, stating the time and place the injury or damage occurred, and stating the names of all persons involved” completely taken out.  The council agreed to this change.  The Rodeo Association would also like to take out the whole paragraph under Responsibility of Insurance that starts “In the event the first party shall be required to initiate legal action”.  The council would like to pass this suggestion by the city attorney and will go with his opinion of striking or not striking.  The full lease will be sent to attorney Bert Osborn for review.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Mayor Rhodes presented a map to use as a possible starting point for this project.  It was divided into three zones – Lead In, Transitional, and Downtown.  Some different aspects of the project were divided into areas.  These include lighting, water, sidewalks, curbs, and gutters, landscaping, electrical, signage, parking, fencing, and responsibility.  The council decided to take the downtown zone first.  Carson Kindall will work on lighting, Cy Wert and Ernie Houghton will work on sidewalks, curbs, and gutters, Nina Hawkins will do trees, and Rob Vowell will do signage.  They will report on their section at the next regular meeting.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:00 p.m.
