Regular Meeting

February 8, 2010

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 8, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell, and Nina Hawkins.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Rhodes also showed the council and patrons a plaque received from the Idaho Capitol Commission of the State of Idaho with a key to the Capitol Rededication held January 9, 2010.  The plaque was made from the Red Oak tree planted by President Benjamin Harrison on May 8, 1891.  This key serves as a reminder that, like receiving a symbolic ‘key to a city”, all citizens of Idaho shall forever hold a “key” to their Capitol.  The plaque is to be displayed in a prominent location for all citizens to see.

Consent Agenda – Nina Hawkins made a motion to approve the consent agenda and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular meeting Jan 11, 2010, approve payment of bills, approve Depository Services Resolution for City of Cambridge and Cambridge City Museum, and approve application Visa One Card Program).

Holladay Engineering Report – Andy Gehrke of HE reported on the wastewater system.  He informed the council that a Letter of Interest was submitted to DEQ for the city on DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant Funds.  A determination should be available some time in April.  Regarding the NPDES Discharge Permit Renewal, EPA issued a letter to the City dated Jan. 8, 2010 stating that the application was timely and complete.  The existing permit will be administratively extended if not re-issued by EPA by March 31, 2010.

Request for Street Closures for Hell’s Canyon Days Events - The council considered the Cambridge Commercial Club’s request for the closure of North Superior Street from the intersection of Hwy 95 in front of the Pioneer one block east to the intersection of Superior and McKinley as well as the street on Central Blvd from US Bank to the intersection of Central and First Street. This is to be held on Saturday, June 5, 2010 from the hours of 8:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. to accommodate the Annual Hells Canyon Days Car Show & Shine.  Carson Kindall made a motion seconded by Cyrus Wert to approve the street closures as requested.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Ordinance No. 2-1020 – Kennels – This ordinance is needed to do some housekeeping of some items missed when passing the previous dog ordinance.  After much discussion concerning the permitted uses it was felt that maybe this ordinance as well as more of the zoning code should be reviewed first.  Rob Vowell made a motion to table this item.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a voted was taken.  The motion passed unanimously and this item is tabled.

Resolution No. R1-2010 – U.S. Air Force Select Idaho for its F-35 missions – A resolution was presented in support of the U.S. Air Force selecting Idaho for F-35 missions.  After discussion Cyrus Wert made a motion to introduce and read Resolution R1-2010 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cyrus Wert then read Resolution R1-2010 by title only.  Cyrus Wert then made a motion to pass Resolution R1-2010 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Nina Hawkins.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The resolution passed unanimously.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:35 p.m.
