Regular Meeting

February 9, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 9, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall immediately following a public hearing.  Council President Nan Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Chuck Strickland, Jeff Chance, Kevin Papineau, Thel Pearson, Clint McLaughlin, Sandy Cada, Justin Mink, Norma Rose, Nina Hawkins, Jennifer Neider, Steve Berardinelli, and Bernice Berardinelli.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Council President Nan Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilman Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Cy Wert to approve the current agenda with the additions of under New Business #2 Justin Mink – Fairgrounds, #4 Resolution R5-2009 – Set Fees and #6 Municipal Clerk/Treasure’s Training.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Cy Wert and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of January 12, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Rob Vowell made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke reported on Superior Street/Mill Road Project STP-3888 (103), Key Number 9031.  An agreement for professional services to review shop drawings for the bridge and to inspect critical items was signed and submitted to ITD.  ITD will begin sending bridge submittals for review.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported the As-Built Drawings and the Operation & Maintenance (O &M) Manual for the de-chlorination system have been submitted to DEQ.

Proposal for Land Exchange – City of Cambridge & Kim Braun – No information had been received.  Will table till next meeting.

Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract  - No information had been received from Lake Shore nor had they corrected the problem with the City dumpster.  Nan Rhodes will call Lake Shore to see where things are.

Report – Cy Wert on Railroad Street concerns of Commercial Club – Cy Wert attend the last Commercial Club meeting to find out the concerns on Railroad Street.  The main concern is for traffic at the junction between Railroad Street and Hwy 95.  They had no specific request for the City at this point.  The new Exhibit Hall plans include parking inside the fence and they hope to have the flow of traffic go through the fairgrounds.  This may alleviate the problem.  Following is the Commercial Club meeting minutes that Cy Wert attended regarding this subject.

c) Cy Wert was sent by the city to discuss the issue of Railroad Street and the entrance into the fairgrounds. There was a discussion about defining the width of Railroad Street and blocking off the access to the fairgrounds adjoining it. It was decided that this could be accomplished with very little cost. Perhaps barrels and chains could help direct traffic during the fair The Street may need to be widened, perhaps only be moving the stop sign. Shirley said that the Weiser River Trail wants to help improve the community and is willing to come to some agreement with the city and the fair board that would alleviate the current confusion. John Crocco said that parking works smoothly at the State Fair because they have people out directing traffic and suggest we do this during our fair.


There was also a discussion about the addition of a second entrance to the fairgrounds at the southern end for loading and unloading animals. This would improve safety.

Review Final Flood Hazard Determination, FIS, & FIRM – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Barbara Macavoy of the Department of Water Resources was reviewing ordinances for Washington County, Weiser, and Midvale.  She had contact Cambridge to get a copy of their ordinance for review also.  She will get back to us to see if our ordinance will need any changes to meet the requirements that are required.  Approval of the Final Flood Hazard Determination, FIS, & FIRM will be required after we find out what changes if any need made.

NEW BUSINESS

Tom & Sandy Cada – Dog Kennel – Sandy Cada was present and had submitted a letter concerning having a dog kennel at 140 S Railroad Street in Cambridge, Idaho.  The council stated that they would have to get approval of all property owners within 300 yards of the property as stated in ordinance.  The council will then take up the subject once this has been obtained.  The 300 yards was the correct distance and the intent of the ordinance.  Sandy Cada said she would contact all property owners for permission.

Justin Mink – Fairgrounds – Justin Mink on behalf of the Washington County Fairboard discussed with the council any possibilities to help with water & sewer charges that are now being charged.  One suggestions was if they could be categorized as an Emergency Service.  Kevin Papineau of the Fairboard mentioned that they were looking into the possibility of having a Life Flight Helipad, which might help with the Emergency Service designation.  Also Ernie Houghton brought up the possibility that the Fairboard may want to consider having a second meter put in which would be ¾” and be on all but one month when the 2” meter needed to be on.  This would save much in not having the multiplier for the larger meter.  There would be a non-use charge of 17.24 when the other meter was not in use each month.  Ernie Houghton stated he would personally donate his time to install the meter and he would figure the supply cost of putting in a ¾” meter for them.  The Fairboard was thankful for this suggestion and will consider these possiblities.  Justin Mink also reported the bids on the new Exhibit Hall had been opened that afternoon and would be finalized on February 17th.  Bids had come in lower than expected so many of the alternates would probably be able to be added.

Resolution R4-2009 – Amend Comprehensive Plan, Adopt New Future Land Use Map and Future Land Use Classifications – Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Resolution R4-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken.  Carson Kindall aye, Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Resolution R4-2009 by title only.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to pass Resolution R4-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and a roll call vote was taken.  Carson Kindall aye, Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The motion passed unanimously.

Resolution R5-2009 – Set Fees – A partially finished draft of Resolution R5-2009 was reviewed.  The Resolution was to set fees for rezone applications, annexation applications, special use applications, variance applications, comprehensive plan changes, and kennel permit applications.  Nan Rhodes asked council members to consider the various fees and maybe find out what other cities charge.  The resolution will be reviewed at the next meeting when more information can be obtained to consider.  No record of fees can be found for some of these items at the present time.

Quarterly Financial Reports – a letter was presented to the council stating why the council may want to consider not publishing quarterly financial reports as required for the City Clerk for the current year.  As stated in the letter to be approved with the change in personnel and problems with the 2009 budget figures not having sufficient information left from resigning staff that a correct statement would not be able to be made.  Every attempt will be made to publish quarterly financial reports for the fiscal year 2010-2011.  The approval of this letter is hoped to help waive any liability Clerk Sandra McKee may have.  Carson Kindall made a motion to approve the letter as written and have the Mayor sign the letter.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Municipal Clerk/Treasurer’s Training – Clerk Sandra McKee requested permission to attend the 2009 Mountain West Institute for Municipal Clerk and Treasurer’s training to be held in Boise April 1-3 and to have City Hall closed for those days.  Ernie Houghton will be busy at the lagoon those days and would not be able to cover the office.  Sandra McKee stated that she could stay with her sister and would cover the costs of her own meals.  The city would need to cover the cost of registration for the institute and reimburse mileage.  The council agreed to the request and thought it a great idea for the clerk to be able to attend the training.

ADJOURN
A motion was made by Rob Vowell to adjourn the meeting.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 7:56 p.m.
