A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 12, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Linda Kellar, Jon Anderson, Billie Norton, Jeff Anderson of WCSO, Thel Pearson, and Nina Hawkins.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting & special meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that on the Community Choices of Idaho project Holladay Engineering has submitted an estimate on man-hours and ITD is working on one right now.  A Transportation Plan Open House for initial public input was held earlier today before the meeting from 5:00 p.m. to 6:45 p.m. at City Hall.  It was under the direction of Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering.  The open house was well attended.  Andy also reported on the Wastewater Project that the preliminary plans and specs were submitted to the City and Rural Development in December.  Comments have been received from RD.  Holladay Engineering is the process of addressing the comments from RD and the City.  Revised plans and specs will then be prepared and submitted to DEQ and RD.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
Transportation Open House Update – Report already given.  Nothing else to comment on at this time.

Ordinance #2-2015 – Group Homes – Definitions to include Bed & Breakfasts, Child or Adult Care Facilities, Convalescent Homes, Nursing Homes, Halfway House, and Handicapped Homes and Amend Zoned Permitted Uses for Such – Discussion was held on the ordinance and a definition for lot line adjustment will be added.  Mayor Rhodes explained the concern from the last meeting was addressed in the current code under parking so nothing new was added.  Verl Cate made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to set a public hearing for Ordinance #2-2015 on February 9, 2015 at 7:00 pm preceding the regular meeting.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Ordinance #3=2015 – One Dwelling per Parcel and Increased Lot Size – Discussion was held on the ordinance.  Verl Cate made a motion to set a public hearing for Ordinance #3-2015 on February 9, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. following the hearing on Ordinance #2-2015 preceding the regular meeting.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and passed unanimously.  
Ordinance #4-2015 – Lot Line Readjustment or Simple Division – Discussion was held on the ordinance.  Verl Cate made a motion to set a public hearing for Ordinance #4-2015 on February 9, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. following the hearing on Ordinance #2-2015 and Ordinance #3-2015 preceding the regular meeting.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:00 p.m.
