Regular Meeting

January 13, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 13, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, and Thel Pearson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Oath of Office – Mayor and all Councilmembers and Elect Council President – City Clerk Sandra McKee gave the Oath of Office to Mayor Nanette Rhodes and Councilmembers Cy Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  After all members signed their oath of office, election was held for council president.  Mayor Nanette Rhodes opened nominations.  Jeff Chance made a motion to nominate Cy Wert.  Mary James seconded the motion.  Jeff Chance then made a motion for nominations to cease.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion and nomination was voted on and passed unanimously.  Cy Wert is the Council President.   
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that a draft priority list is expected around March 19 for FY2015 DEQ Wastewater Funding.

Community Choices for Idaho Grant –It is our understanding that we have received a Community Choices for Idaho Grant.  ITD e-mailed Holladay Engineering regarding the fact but we have not received anything official from ITD yet.  The contracts office is working on a State/Local Agreement according to Mr. Gehrke.
2014 Transportation Plan Grant – Scope of Work & Contract – A Professional Services Agreement (PSA) based on the approved scope of work was presented to the council.  After review by city staff earlier in the week the presented contract included changes in Task 3 for Maps and also Deliverables.  After review by the council Mary James made a motion to approve the Professional Services Agreement with Holladay Engineering Company for the City of Cambridge Transportation Plan. Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  The agreement was signed by the Mayor for Mr. Gehrke to return to Holladay Engineering. 
Judicial Confirmation on Wastewater Facility – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that the petition that the City of Cambridge filed for judicial confirmation will be heard in District Court on February 3, 2014 at 11 a.m.
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2014 – Jay Reiss, Mark Loveland, & Blake Loveland dba Jay’s – Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Mary James to approve an alcoholic beverage license for Jay’s contingent upon receiving a copy of the state and county license and a completed city license with fees paid in full.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Street Report FY2013 – City Clerk Sandra McKee reviewed the report with the council.  She noted that the transfer in this year was less than in previous years mainly due to a much less than normal expense for snow removal last year.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that a new agreement with the changes that were discussed with ITD had not been received yet.  
Draft Map of Potential Rezone – Mayor Rhodes reported that she was still working on legal descriptions for the rezone
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:21 p.m.
