Regular Meeting

January 9, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 9, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Carson Kindall, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Mary James, Nina Hawkins, Jeff Chance, Chuck Strickland, and a deputy from the WCSO (did not sign in).

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  She also informed the council and patrons that this month Cambridge is the spotlight in the Idaho Magazine. Mayor Rhodes wrote the article and hopes it brings attention to the City of Cambridge and the wonderful place it is.

Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Swearing In of New City Council Members – Matthew Cox and Mary James – Mayor Rhodes first presented outgoing councilmembers Rob Vowell and Carson Kindall with Certificates of Appreciation for their years of service on the council.  City Clerk Sandra McKee then gave the oath of office to Matthew Cox and Mary James and presented them with Certificates of Election.  A quorum was established.

Fill Vacancy on Council – Mayor Rhodes submitted to the council the name of Jeff Chance to fill the vacancy on the council.  Matthew Cox made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to accept the name of Jeff Chance to be appointed to the council to fill the vacancy.  A vote was taken and passed unanimously.  City Clerk Sandra McKee then gave Jeff Chance the oath of office and presented him with a Certificate of Appointment.

Elect President of the Council – Nominations were opened for the position of Council President.  Matthew Cox moved to nominate Cy Wert as Council President and Jeff Chance seconded the nomination.  Jeff Chance made a motion that nominations cease and Cy Wert be named as Council President.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed with Cy Wert abstaining.  

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that a Draft Facility Plan Report will be ready for the city on the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant for review in February.  The Draft Report will also be submitted to Idaho DEQ.  Following review and comments by the City and DEQ, the Draft Report will be modified and presented for public comment.  After public comments are received and final alternative selection, the Final Facility Plan will be prepared and submitted.  Mr. Gehrke also explained Idaho DEQ’s recently finalized 2010 Integrated Report that was approved by EPA in September 2011.  An Integrated Report is completed every 2 years.  The segment of the Weiser River in the proximity of the City of Cambridge (Weiser River-Hornet Creek to Little Weiser River) was delisted from the Section 303(d) list (this is a list of impaired waters).  In particular, this segment was delisted for total phosphorus, sedimentation/siltation, and water temperature.  Having the river by our lagoon delisted will be a big benefit for the City of Cambridge in renewing permits with EPA.  A nutrient reduction plan will probably be on the permit when it is renewed.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Work is still in progress - nothing requiring action.

Review & Discuss Financial Reports – City Clerk/Treasurer – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee highlighted points on the Revenue & Expense Report, Fund Statement, Budget to Actual Report and Annual Street Report.  She helped the new council members become familiar with the different funds and funding sources as well as explain how much streets cost the City of Cambridge.
Ordinance #2-2012 – Repeal Title 1, Chapter 11 – City Elections  - Mayor Rhodes reviewed the purpose of the ordinance to the council.  As new members were just sworn in, Mayor Rhodes stated this ordinance would be considered at the next regular meeting to give the new members of the council more time to consider the ordinance.

Ordinance #3-2012 – Water and Sewer Services – Discontinuance of Service – Mayor Rhodes presented sample language in ordinance form to eliminate water & sewer abandonment from City Code.  She will let the new council take some time to go over this and it will be considered at the next regular meeting.

Draft Zoning Changes for New Ordinance – After some discussion on draft zoning changes it was decided that the council would call a special meeting and schedule a workshop on zoning changes for the City of Cambridge.  Mary James made a motion to hold a Special Meeting for the purpose of a workshop on zoning changes for the City of Cambridge on January 17, 2012 at 7:00 p.m.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Mayor Rhodes discussed the sign ordinance that the City was considering.  Ernie Houghton also had a copy of a sign ordinance from Tremonton, Utah the council may want to review and incorporate some parts into their ordinance.  The council will take some time to study both documents.

Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:15 p.m.
