Regular Meeting

July 10, 2017
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 10, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, Linda Kellar, Donna Coyle, Kristi Kanady, Brandie Lincoln, and Kaye York.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Cambridge Commercial Club Request for Eclipse Events – Music at Tower Park, Use of Sidewalks, and Trash – Discussion was held.  City Clerk Sandra McKee was asked to contact Hardin Sanitation for help with the Eclipse Event coming up on August 21st.  She will try to get 5 extra 2 yd. dumpsters if possible.  Jeff Chance made a motion and Cy Wert seconded the motion to allow the Cambridge Commercial Club to have a music event in the part on August 20th from 7-10 p.m. for the Eclipse Events and to close the park from 10:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. for any camping and have signage to this effect posted 2 days in advance.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Request to Condemn Property at 540 Cemetery Rd – Mayor Rhodes recused herself citing a conflict of interest with an extended family member.  Council President Cy wert conducted this item of business.  City Clerk Sandra McKee explained the request she had received from Kristi Kanady regarding condemning the property at 540 Cemetery Rd.  Several other people had cited concerns as well regarding the property.  The city has asked Chad Brock the Building Inspector for Washington County who the city contracts with to assess the property and give the council his recommendation which will be considered at the next meeting.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Community Choices for Idaho – US 95 Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project that ITD has reviewed and approved contract documents.  The next step is scheduling a pre-construction meeting.  The Wastewater Phase 2 Project plans and specs were approved by USDA RD on June 30th.  Change Order No. 2 can be prepared after DEQ approval.  HECO Payment Application #16 was submitted for approval. The draft reports are being printed and will be delivered next week for City review on the Well 1 Arsenic Treatment Project Preliminary Engineer Report and Environmental Report.
Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk & Drainage Project – Approve Pay Requests #15, #16, #17 and Notice to Proceed – After some discussion Jon Andersen made a motion to approve the Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk & Drainage Project Pay Requests #15, #16, and #17.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and the motion passed unanimously.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Progress Report #14, Pay Application #16, and Warrington Payment Application #2, and Change Order #2 for Pond 3 Liner & Related Improvements – Discussion was held on the Phase 2 Wastewater Project.  Jeff chance made a motion to approve Progress Report #14 and to authorize the Mayor to approve Change Order #2 for the Pond 3 Liner and Related Improvements.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  No new pay application was received for Warrington at this time.
Resolution #R2-2017 – Increase Fee on Bulk Water Sales - Verl Cate made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R2-2017 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously. Verl Cate then read Resolution #R2-2017 by title only. Verl Cate then made a motion to pass Resolution #R2-2017 under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously.
Sidewalk Ordinance –   Discussion was held.  The council decided to move on and have this item on the agenda again next month as councilmembers were still unsure of how they wanted to address the sidewalk issues.
Approve Tentative Budget for FY2018 -   City Clerk-Treasurer Sandra McKee presented a proposed budget for the council’s consideration.  Jon Andersen made a motion to approve the Tentative Budget for FY 2018.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The budget hearing is scheduled for August 14, 2017 at 7 p.m.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at approximately 9:45 p.m.
