Regular Meeting

July 13, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 13, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Cy Wert and Rob Vowell.  Councilman Carson Kindall was absent.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Elwin Butler of Holliday Engineering, Dan Morris of CTC, Chuck Strickland, and Jeff Chance.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and the mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Nan Rhodes to approve the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of June 8, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Cy Wert made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke was not present so no report was given.  There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – Andy Gehrke was not present so no report was given.  There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke was not present so no report was given.  There were no new items to report on.

Resolution R5-2009 – Fee Schedule – Resolution R5-2009 was reviewed and since some of the fees are increased by more than 5% a public hearing must be held.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to hold a public hearing on August 10, 2009 @ 7:00 p.m.on Resolution R5-2009 Fee Schedule to keep the fees current.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce – Nan Rhodes is still waiting to receive from Sage a boilerplate Developer’s Agreement for us to work off of.

City Logo – Nan Rhodes had redone the proposed City Logo and the council and staff thought it looked great.  The council said to start using the logo and watermark on City documents.

Cable TV Franchise Agreement – Mayor Campbell had met with Jerry Piper of CTC  - concerning the Cable TV Franchise Agreement.  The expired agreement will be typed up with an updated section for insurance.  The agreement will be made to renew every year unless written notice is given by either party.  The agreement will be redone and presented for approval at a later meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Superior Street/Mill Rd. Project Update and CTC Requested Changes – Dan Morris of Cambridge Telephone Company presented the council with a request of modifications on the project in front of their business at 130 N Superior Street.  Elwin Butler of Holladay Engineering was present to answer questions and give input.  After much discussion Nan Rhodes made a motion to accept the aforementioned proposal on the floor.  CTC is to provide the cost of the additional 4 ft of concrete for the 75 ft section, one-half of administrative costs up to $500, and a hold harmless agreement.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on a passed unanimously.  A change order will be processed immediately for this matter.

Fireworks & Lasers – Chuck Strickland addressed the council regarding his concerns with fireworks (especially illegal ones) and lasers being used in the City especially in his area.  Mr. Strickland has also received threats, which he has taken to the Washington County Sheriff and County Prosecutor.  After much discussion on the issue it was decided that the Mayor would talk with the Washington County Sheriff and Karen at SICHA to see how the problems can best be solved.

Ordinance #5-2009 – Dog Control – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2009 Dog Control by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  Nan Rhodes read Ordinance #5-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #5-2009.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Ordinance #5-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and a roll call vote taken with Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Ordinance #5-2009 Dog Control passed.

Ordinance #6-2009 – Setbacks in Commercial Zones – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #6-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations with corrections of eave height not steep eaves on H. and strike the City Standard and change of to over.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  Nan Rhodes read Ordinance #6-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #6-2009.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.   A roll call vote was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Ordinance #6-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and a roll call vote taken with Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Ordinance #6-2009 passed.

Moreton & Company Insurance Review – Discussion was held regarding the insurance review with Moreton & Company.  Rob Vowell will check to see if the Fire Department has insurance for the fireworks show.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to accept the statement of values on properties for insurance as presented.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Cambridge Fastest Growing City in Idaho – Noted was the news article by Channel 7 on Cambridge being the Fastest Growing City in Idaho.

Tentatively Approve Budget for FY2010 and Publish for Hearing August 10th – The proposed budget and notice of budget hearing were reviewed.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to tentatively approve the budget for FY2010.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Executive Session Idaho Code 67-2345 (b) Personnel – Nan Rhodes made a motion to go into executive session for the purpose of Idaho Code 67-2345 (b).  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to come out of executive session at 8:40 p.m.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Wages –City Clerk and Public Works Superintendent – Nan Rhodes made a motion to give Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton a 3% increase of wages starting with the new fiscal year (FY2010) and to have the 3% increase effective every fiscal year thereafter.  A motion to also increase City Clerk Sandra McKee’s wage to $20.00 per hour starting now and discontinue the probationary period.  A 3% increase of wages to then follow each fiscal year.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

ADJOURN – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Nan Rhodes seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:47 p.m.
