Regular Meeting

July 14, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 14, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.    Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that LHTAC has released the grant funds to the City of Cambridge for the Transportation Plan.  The City issued Holladay Engineering notice to proceed with work on June 18, 2014 and work is now underway.  On the Wastewater Project with USDA RD the design surveying has begun and a kickoff meeting was held with Ernie on July 2nd.  On a side note because of the survey the city has been able to locate a manhole behind the Museum that has not been found for 85 years!
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – The signed State/Local Agreement has been received by the city.  The next step is to select an Engineer from the ITD Term Agreement List and submit Form ITD-2760.  Discussion was held.  Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Mary James to select Holladay Engineering from the ITD Term Agreement for Project Development Services for the Community Choices for Idaho (Key No. 14345) and submit ITD-2760 Request for Consultant Services.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding –   City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that she had sent out the income surveys to see if we qualify for a block grant.  Shawn Charters of Charters Consulting generated a random list approved by the Department of Commerce.  So far 37 surveys have been sent back.  A minimum of 65 surveys need to be returned to have a valid survey.  We need to have 28 more returned.  The city clerk has put a reminder in the paper for two week encouraging people to do so.
Approve Interim Financing for Wastewater Project with Zion’s Bank – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Mayor Rhodes had selected Zion’s Bank for interim financing.  The process is underway and once the resolution on the Bond Anticipation Note is passed the closing for intern financing will be on July 22, 2014.  The financing is for $505,000 at 1.58 percent for 18 months.  The financing does not need to be approved separately as last month the council gave the Mayor authority to pick financing and the resolution will give the authority for the bonding.
Law Enforcement Agreement with Washington County – City Clerk Sandra McKee had noticed the minutes of the Washington County Commissioners meeting said that the city had not paid for law enforcement services since 2011.  This is incorrect and the city clerk had canceled checks to prove such.  Mayor Rhodes had written a letter the Washington County Commissioners regarding this and also asked if we could receive a signed, recorded copy of the Law Enforcement Agreement as the city had not received one after the commissioners had approved it.
Approve Audit Agreement with Quest CPA’s P.C. – An agreement for audit services for FY2014, FY2015. And FY2016 by Quest CPA’s P.C. was presented.  Mary James made a motion to approve the audit agreement with Quest CPA’s P.C. for FY2014, FY2015, and FY2016.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Resolution #3-2014 – Bond Anticipation Note – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #3-2014 Bond Anticipation Noted by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Resolution #3-2014 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to pass Resolution #3-2014 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and resolution passed unanimously.
Set Public Hearing on Increase of Fees & New Fees -   Mary James made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to set a public hearing for the increase of fees and new fees on August 11, 2014 at 7:00 pm following the budget hearing.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  A public hearing notice will be published for two weeks.
Ordinance #7-2014 – Street Closures – The council discussed the new wording for 
the concerns about Section 7 C regarding Seizure of Property.  Verl Cate felt there still was no need for this section.  The council asked that the Mayor find out more information on seizures and how the Washington County Sheriff handles things and how other cities ordinances handle seizures.
Ordinance #9-2014 – Dogs Running at Large – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #9-2014 Dogs Running at Large by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Ordinance #9-2014 Dogs Running at Large by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #9-2014.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #9-2014 Dogs Running at Large under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approve Tentative Budget for FY2015 - Discussion was held on the budget for FY2015.  City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee went through the line item budget as well as the tentative budget to be published with the council. Verl Cate made a motion to approve the tentative budget for FY2015.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
