Regular Meeting

July 15, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 15, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.   Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Tom Anderson Washington County Commissioner, and Verl Cate (taking his place on the council when appointed).
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of public hearing and  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) and correct the regular minutes under Comprehensive Plan Draft for Updating including Future Land Use Map striking the first part of the last sentence Mary James seconded the motion and  which was repeated.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Approve Appointment to Fill Vacancy on Council – Mayor Rhodes submitted the name of Verl Cate to fill the vacancy on the council.  Mary James made a motion to approve the appointment of Verl Cate to the council until the next regularly scheduled election.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  City Clerk Sandra McKee gave the oath of office to Verl Cate and he took his place on the council.
Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – nothing new to report. 
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – nothing requiring action.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant.  He stated Holladay Engineering has submitted the final EID and are waiting on DEQ review and approval.
Notice of Intent Application for Community Choices for Idaho Program –   Mayor Rhodes explained to the council about new funding that was approved June 19, 2013 by ITD called the Community Choices for Idaho program.  The purpose of the Community Choices for Idaho program is to advance ITD’s goals of mobility, safety, and economic opportunity.  It was thought this program could be used for the city to install or redo sidewalks along Hwy 95 and drainage improvements. The deadline for a Notice of Intent Application was July 15th.  Holladay Engineering helped the city with the Notice of Intent Application and it was submitted.  This is just a preliminary part of the application process.  If approved it would include design and construction of sidewalks and stormwater management improvements along U.S. Hwy 95 though Cambridge.  The project would improve mobility for individuals with disabilities, older adults, and children by linking residential areas with downtown business, school corridors, the Weiser River Trail, and recreational opportunities.  It will improve safety by adding new sidewalks segments to make continuous and by replacing deteriorated sidewalk segments that are unsafe and do not comply with ADA requirements.  It will improve existing Hwy 95 stormwater drainage problems.  The local match for the project would be 7.34% of the $540,000 total project cost, estimated to be $40,000.  The city will be looking at this funding as well as any funding that may be found by RC&D. 
*Mary James made a motion to reopen the consent agenda and add Washington County Commissioner Tom Anderson Report & Questions or Concerns to the agenda.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Tom Anderson Washington County Commissioner Report and Questions or Concerns – Washington County Commissioner Tom Anderson apologized to the council for the delay in getting a letter to them regarding the decision of the commissioners on the City of Cambridge request to change hours at the land transfer site in Midvale.  He stated if there was a need for change of hours they would like to see it start at the grassroots level so people need to tell the site manager of the inconvenience.  Tom Anderson presented a letter from the commissioners to the council.  He also reported that Sharon of RC&D was taking some classes to be able to administer grants and then they will be able to look at grants for the city sidewalk project.  Mr. Anderson also stated that he was looking forward to seeing the county land offer from the City of Cambridge.  He plans on attending a few council meetings each year to keep informed on the happenings and needs of this part of the county.  He asked the council for any concerns or comments.
Resolution R1-2013 – Declaring Support & Adoption of the Washington County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan –   After some discussion Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Resolution #R1-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Resolution #R1-2013.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Resolution #R1-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and Resolution #R1-2013 passed unanimously.

Approve Tentative Budget for FY2014 –   City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee presented the council with a tentative budget for FY2014.  After some review and discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the Tentative Budget for FY 2014.  Cyrus Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The Notice of Budget Hearing for FY2014 will be published on July 25 and August 1 and the budget hearing will be held on August 12, 2013 at 7:00 p.m.  The following is the tentative budget for FY 2014.

The proposed expenditures and revenues for fiscal year 2013-2014 have been tentatively approved by the City Council and entered in detail in the journal of proceedings.  Publication dates for notice of the public hearing are July 25, 2013 and August 1, 2013 in the Upper Country News Reporter, the City of Cambridge official newspaper.

Offer on County Owned Property at Fairgrounds – Discussion was held on the county hay field at the fairgrounds that the City of Cambridge would like to acquire for their wastewater facility.  The council reviewed the Washington County Commissioners minutes regarding the proposal.  The county would like the city to make an offer on the land as opposed to a land swap.  Mayor Rhodes presented two different shapes of land to consider for the offer.  She also presented county non-irrigated acreage assessment values in the Cambridge area given to her by Georgia Plischke Assessor of Washington County.  City Clerk Sandra McKee reported on speaking with Lloyd Dibble regarding the crops on the property.  Lloyd mainly depends on rain for the crops and only gets one cutting.  Jeff Chance made a motion to make an offer to Washington County for right trapezoid shape piece of property for $3,000 (approx. $500.00 per acre).  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Rhodes will get with City Attorney Bert Osborn to make an official offer.
Review Commercial Club Minutes 04/09/13 – Mayor Rhodes wanted the council to review the minutes of the Cambridge Commercial Club Meeting 04-09-13.  Under New Business 2) City of Cambridge Right-of-Way she wanted to clarify that the city is not requesting money from RC&D but hoping they can find a grant and be an administrator of that grant for the city.  Also, the city did receive a grant of $50,000 for a transportation plan not for street improvements.  This grant will not pay for sidewalks and curbs.  The statements made at the meeting by council members may not have been understood correctly.
Downtown ROW including Garbage and Asphalt – Discussion was held regarding the coyote in front of the Cambridge Coin & Pawn and the letter the city had received.  Because of free speech nothing can be done on the cities behalf.  Mayor Rhodes had not contacted Ron Jaeger of Salmon River Precast regarding the scheduling of the trash cans being purchased.  She asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to call Mr. Jaeger and see when they are scheduled to be done.  The downtown right-of-way street improvements hopefully can be done if the city receives a grant. Jeff Chance mentioned that Hardin Sanitation had changed its schedule and was picking up earlier.  He had not been notified of a change and wondered if this had affected others. 
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:40 p.m.
