Regular Meeting

July 9, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 9, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Jeff Chance, and   Matthew Cox (arriving at 7:22 p.m.).  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Chuck Strickland, Jim Erberich, and Samantha Stark of WCSO.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was absent with nothing new to report.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Nothing new.

Idaho State Historical Society – Local Historic Preservation Commission Members for Appointment – The Mayor submitted names for appointment to the Local Historic Preservation Commission. Mary James made a motion to approve the names of Thel Pearson and Fred Walters for 3 year terms, Sandra Hansen and Jan Wilkerson for 2 year terms, and Nina Hawkins for a 1 year term on the Local Historic Preservation Commission.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #4-2012 – Updating Title 10 Zoning Regulations – After holding a public hearing earlier before the regular meeting the council discussed Ordinance #4-2012 on pg#6 C.  After some discussion Mary James made a motion to strike the last sentence on pg#6 C starting with setbacks and also the word commercial used three times in that paragraph.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #4-2012 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken by clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #4-2012 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #4-2012.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Ordinance #4-2012 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Matthew Cox.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and the ordinance passed unanimously.
Approve Tentative Budget for FY2013 – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee reviewed the proposed budget for FY2013 with the council.  The budget included taking the allowed 3% increase in property taxes, more money budgeted for streets, a propane project of 3 backup tanks for the well, and includes a 4% increase for water and sewer rates.  After review Matthew Cox made a motion approve the tentative budget for FY2013 and Mary James seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and passed unanimously.  The proposed budget will be published in the paper for the budget hearing August 13th.
City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District –  The mayor stated she had made more changes to her proposed sign ordinance and the new copy was in front of them for review.  Discussion was held on the proposal.  Jeff Chance made a motion to table this ordinance indefinitely.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a vote was taken with Jeff Chance aye, Mary James aye, Cy Wert nay, and Matthew Cox nay.  The vote resulted in a tie with Mayor Rhodes breaking the tie with a nay vote and the motion failed.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to table the sign ordinance until the next meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Matthew Cox made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:55 p.m.
