Regular Meeting

June 10, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on June 10, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.   Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, and Verl Cate.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) and correct the typo in the minutes under Alcoholic Beverage License second sentence the word the to read they.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – nothing new to report. 
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – nothing requiring action.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant.  He stated that DEQ issued review comments on May 28, 2013 and they are currently addressing these comments and preparing the final EID.  City Clerk Sandra McKee asked if payment requests from last month should be sent in now or wait for the final request and submit them all at once.  The requests will be for the 5% which is held until completion of the project.  Mr. Gehrke suggested waiting till completion and do it all at once.
Accept Resignation of Councilmember Nina Hawkins – Mary James made a motion to accept the resignation of councilmember Nina Hawkins effective May 27, 2013.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Nina Hawkins has moved out of the city so no longer meets the requirements to be a councilmember.  The Mayor will be accepting letters of interest.  Verl Cate was in attendance and is interested and will be interviewed by the Mayor.
Land Acquisition Wastewater Facility – Mayor Rhodes reported on meeting with the Washington County Commissioners on June 3, 2013.  She stated that it looks like the Washington County Commissioners will probably want us to purchase the land and will not swap.  They are looking into values and will have it on their agenda for discussion on June 17, 2013 at 9:00 a.m.  No input will be taken.  Mayor Rhodes told the council that if they will not swap she would like to see the city purchase it now rather than waiting for funding that will have more strings attached.
Downtown ROW including Garbage and Asphalt – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton said he had nothing new to report yet.  He has been working on specifications for bids.  Mayor Rhodes stated that she has not contacted Ron Jaeger to see when the garbage cans will be done but will do so soon.  Discussion was held concerning the change in garbage pick-up during the Hells Canyon Days week.  The city has talked with the new owner and they will try to move their schedule and pick up on Friday before Hells Canyon Days on Saturday even though Memorial Day usually delays pickup by one day.
2012/13 Independent Audit Updated For Firm Name Change Quest CPAs, P.C. – Earlier this spring Tim Folke of Folke CPAs retired and his son Kurt Folke took on a new partner Dan Coleman. They changed their name to Quest CPAs, P.C.  They had sent an engagement letter updated to reflect the name change.  All terms are the same as before.  Mary James made a motion to accept the updated engagement letter with the name change to Quest CPAs, P.C.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
Budget for FY2014 including Fees – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee presented a few figures on a very preliminary budget.  Discussion was held concerning working the budget with a fee increase on utilities or not.  It was decided to have the budget show no fee increase even though they had asked the clerk to do so last month.  The budget will be presented with no fee increase for water or sewer but when the council accepts the budget for publication this could be relooked at.  Sandra McKee talked with the council regarding the foregone amount in property taxes.  Last meeting she had told the council she planned on taking the foregone amount to help the budget if funding for a project for the ROW in the Central Business District or streets was found.  She had received letters from Washington County and the Association of Counties asking districts not to take foregone amounts unless an emergency.  They are afraid the state legislature will be upset if taxing districts take foregone amounts to up their personal property replacement amount.  To avoid this possilbity they would encourage that foregone amounts not be taken this year.  This amount will now not be worked into the budget.  It was noted that PERSI increases start in July as well as an Idaho Power increase and those will be reflected in the new budget.   
Comprehensive Plan Draft for Updating including Future Land Use Map – Discussion was held concerning the proposed Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map.  It was noted that the legend on the map did not have the same names of zoning as in ordinance.  Open Space should read Open Space and Recreation and C1Central Business District should read C1 Central Business District Commercial.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Mary James to adopt the proposed June 2013 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map with the name changes in the legend as discussed.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:33 p.m.
