Regular Meeting

June 13, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on June 13, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Carson Kindall, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Samantha Starks of WCSO, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Nina Hawkins, Chuck Strickland, Jeff Chance, Gail James, Vaughn James, Mary James, and Jack Marvin.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and the Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting May 9, 2011, and approve payment of bills) with the addition to the agenda for Cambridge Fire Department Request for July 4th Fireworks due to time constraints and the request was not received till tonight.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that work is underway on the Facility Plan.  They are collecting and analyzing facility data and they have conducted a tour of the facilities.  An infiltration and inflow study was conducted overnight on May 4-5.  Thirteen manhole locations were measured with total infiltration estimated in excess of 50,000 gallons per day on this date.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Work is still in progress nothing requiring action.

Cambridge Fire Department Request for July 4th Fireworks – The Cambridge Volunteer Fire Department requested permission to hold the annual 4th of July Fireworks Show to be set off at dusk at the Cambridge High School Athletic Field.  Carson Kindall made a motion to approve the Cambridge Fire Department request for July 4th.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Audit Agreement  Folke CPA’s P.C. – 3 Years –  A three year audit agreement with Folke CPAs, P.C. was reviewed.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve the three-year audit agreement and have the mayor sign the agreement.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Proposal for Roof Extension at City Hall – A proposal was received from Kim Braun Construction Services, Inc. to build a roof extension at Cambridge City Hall.  A proposal to build a 12’ X 16’ sidewalk extension to match the existing slope of the roof at the rear of the building was $3,995.00.  Another proposal to continue the full length of the 16’ sidewalk extension was $11,250.00.  After some discussion the council asked Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton to try to get other proposals if possible for next meeting.

City Property Line at Cambridge Rodeo Grounds –  Mayor Rhodes explained the problem with survey markers now missing on the property the City owns at the Cambridge Rodeo Grounds.  She felt that a simple fence of about 800’ needed to be built to connect to the Rodeo Association fence to help preserve our property line in that area.  Councilmember Matthew Cox had helped come up with some possible costs of building a fence there.  Discussion was held concerning the need to have Kim Braun fill in the hole he created on City property so the fence could be built.  Also the possibility of a land swap with Kim Braun for the triangle he owns near Haller Ave for the property with the hole was also discussed.  Matthew Cox made a motion to have Mayor Rhodes write a letter to Kim Braun on behalf of the council to fill in the hole on the property by the second Monday of July 2011 at his expense and to also include the offer of a land swap as outlined previously so the council can look at the possibility of a fence for the next meeting.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Poultry in City Limits Draft Ordinance – Discussion was held regarding Draft #2 of the Poultry Ordinance.  Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the draft ordinance to be put in official ordinance form and be read and introduced at the next meeting.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Review Preliminary Budget for FY 2012 - City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee presented a preliminary draft of the FY2012 budget.  She emphasized in the General Fund how all state revenue sources are projected to be down mainly because of the drop of population this year according to the 2010 Census.  The Water Fund is still quite tight but it is hoped to not have to do any transfers from the General Fund this year or for FY2012.  The budget will be presented officially at the July meeting for tentative approval for the budget hearing to be held in August.  
City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Discussion was held concerning the City ROW plan.  Rob Vowell presented a draft of a possible sign ordinance to be used.  It needs to be reviewed and will be discussed at the next meeting.  Carson Kindall had no new information on lightning but plans on contacting IPCO this month for the information needed.  Matthew Cox asked the council about landscaping and a business owners concern for the entrance to his building and tree problems.  Finishing this plan for the downtown area will help the business owner be able to address some of his problems so he can move ahead with construction if he wishes.  The council agreed that they need a plan for the conduit, sidewalks, trees, and water for the property owner to move ahead.  The council will continue to work on these different areas for next meeting.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindalll seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:55 p.m.
