Regular Meeting

June 9, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on June 9, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Council President Cyrus Wert was absent.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jeff Anderson of WCSO, and Jeff Warren
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting and special meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the CCTV inspection work has been completed on the wastewater project.  The design surveying is scheduled to begin later this month.  It was noted on the CCTV work that the line between M13 and M15 is very bad.  Hopefully it will make it till the project is done to fix it.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that no word has been received since the signed State/Local Agreement was sent in.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding –   City Clerk Sandra McKee has sent survey information to Shawn Charters to start the survey process.
Interim Financing for Wastewater Project with USDA-RD – City Clerk Sandra McKee has received proposals from US Bank, Co Bank, Key Bank, and Zions Bank regarding interim financing.  The mayor and staff are in the process of analyzing the proposals to see which is the best one.  The Mayor would like to be able to sign an agreement as soon as it is decided which one.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to have the Mayor sign a contract for interim financing on the wastewater project.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ordinance #7-2014 – Street Closures – Discussion was held on Ordinance #7-2014.  Councilmembers had some concerns about Section 7 C regarding Seizure of Property.  The Mayor will check into this section more and rework it for next meeting.
Ordinance #8-2014 – Temporary Shed or Structure - Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #8-2014 Temporary Shed or Structure by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember James aye.  Councilmember Wert was absent.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #8-2014 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #8-2014.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember James aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #8-2014 Temporary Shed and Structure under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember James aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #9-2014 – Dogs Running at Large – Discussion was held on the proposed ordinance.  After some discussion it was felt by the council that running at large needed to be defined.  The Mayor will add that to the ordinance to be considered at the next meeting.
Budget for FY2015 – City Clerk Sandra McKee has been working on the budget for FY2015.  She asked the council if they would like her to work the budget proposal with the additional 3% and the forgone amount on property taxes.  The council asked her to work it up with that figure.  She also explained to the council that both the wastewater project and sidewalk project will trigger federal audits so the budget will be adjusted for this.  It was mentioned that during the past water project that employee time rose by about one third.  Sandra McKee told the council that payroll would need to be increased for the next budget to allow for the extra time required for both the wastewater project and sidewalk project.  The city clerk also asked the council for a feel on what she should budget in the proposal on fees for sewer.  Because of the wastewater project, fees must be increased and she would like to start the increase with the next fiscal budget.  The council will have a public hearing and consider the fee increase in August.  They asked the city clerk to use a fee of $50.00 to work up the budget proposal. 
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – No word has been received from ITD yet regarding a new agreement.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:15 p.m.
