The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on June 9, 2008, Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Mayor Mike Campbell and Council members Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell and Cy Wert.  Also present were Clerk Raedell Wagner, Assistant City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Jeff Chance, Chuck Strickland, Judy Meacham, Kevin M. Welcome & Flag Salute –Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting. Council member Rob Vowell led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Current Agenda &Additions to the Agenda--A motion was made by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda with the addition of under new business No. 3 Carol Bumgarner Tree, No. 4 Sheriff Sub Station, No. 5Yield Sign Cemetery Rd and Cutler Rd.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and carried.

Minutes –Cy Wert made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular City Council Meeting, held May 12, 2008.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried. 

Bills-A motion was made by Cy Wert to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and carried. 

OLD BUSINESS   

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke reported that the review comments have been received from ITD.  The final bridge plans have been submitted and the final roadway plans will be submitted when the right-of-way is final.  ITD is working on approving appraisals and finalizing the right-of-way.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System

 Draft plans and specifications have been delivered to Ernie for review.  Final plans will be submitted to DEQ this week. 

NEW BUSINESS

Mosquito Spraying--Mike and Sandy Spreadburry reported that because of the cool, windy weather, the City has not been sprayed for mosquitos.  Mosquito dunks have been placed in ponds throughout the City.  It was suggested that the City may want to check into organizing a Mosquito Abatement District for financial benefits.

Rodeo Lease--It was decided that the Cambridge Rodeo Board would make sure that each event held at the Rodeo Arena would be covered by insurance.  The City would be given a copy of the certificate of insurance for each event.  The City Clerk will prepare a lease to be signed by the City and the Cambridge Rodeo Board at the next City Council meeting.

Carol Bumgarner Tree--Mayor Campbell reported on the removal of a large tree on City right-of-way which had been blown down at the Carol Bumgarner residence.  The City Clerk will send a thank you note to Tim Harrison and Bill Gladhart for donating their equipment, time, labor and disposing of this tree with no charge to the City.

Sheriff Sub Station--Mayor Campbell reported that the Washington County Sheriff's Department will utilize the back storage room of City Hall for a Sheriff Sub Station. Eventually this may help the City patrons receive more County services locally.  

Yield Sign Cemetery Rd and Cutler Rd.--It was requested that the City place a yield sign at Cemetery Rd and Cutler Rd.  It was determined that this is not City property.  Mayor Campbell will contact the Washington County Sheriff Department to let them know it is County property.

Hell's Canyon Days--Chuck Strickland reported that as a citizen he was very pleased at the organization of all the activities held for Hell's Canyon Day's weekend.

Dumpsters at Fairgrounds--It was reported that the dumpsters at the fairgrounds have been removed.
