Regular Meeting

March 10, 2008

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 10, 2008, Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Present were Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell, and Cy Wert.  Also present were Clerk Raedell Wagner, Deputy City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Jeff Chance, and Justin Mink.

Welcome & Flag Salute –Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda -- A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda with the addition of under new business No. 3 Report on Exhibit Hall and No.4 Home Occupation. The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell to approve the minutes of Public Hearing held February 11, 2008 and regular City Council meeting held February 11, 2008.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.   Nan Rhodes noted a correction needed to be made that upon review of the February 11, 2008 minutes, towards the middle of the meeting, Nan Rhodes declared she would rescind her vote on Ordinance No. 4-2008 because of conflict of interest.  She would abstain from voting because her mother in law is an owner of one of the proposed parcels.

Payment of Bills--Nan Rhodes made the motion to pay the monthly bills and salaries with the addition of Kim Braun Construction for snow plowing.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke reported that the Army Corps of Engineers approved the 404 Permit and IDWR approval was issued on February 11, 2008 for the Superior Street/Mill Rd. Project. Proposals have been received from ROW Negotiators.  The City should select one to finalize the ROW project.  A final public meeting will be scheduled for the project in April or May.  Andy will check on the beginning date of the project.  

Utility Billing Ordinance--Nan Rhodes reported that after contacting the attorney he reassured her the cities utility billing ordinance was legal.  The Council discussed some  changes to be made to the ordinance that will address other issues.

Lawn Care --Mayor Campbell will address this issue at the April meeting.  

Planning and Zoning Commission--The Council discussed dissolving the City Planning and Zoning Commission and the legal procedures which would be necessary should they decide to proceed with this suggestion.

FWRT for Emergency Use During Superior Street Const.--Nan Rhodes will contact the Fire District concerning the use of the FWRT for emergency purposes only during the Superior Street/Mill Rd. construction project.

Ordinance No. 5-2008 Fireworks--A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2008 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the following roll call vote was recorded;   Cy Wert   Aye   Rob Vowell   Aye   Nan Rhodes   Aye   Carson Kendall   Aye  The motion was carried unanimously.  Nan Rhodes read Ordinance #5-2008 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made the motion to suspend the rules and regulations, and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings, and vote on Ordinance #5-2008.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and the following roll call vote was recorded;   Carson Kindall   Aye   Nan Rhodes   Aye   Rob Vowell   Aye and Cy Wert   Aye.  The motion carried unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made the motion to pass Ordinance #5-2008 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and the following roll call vote was recorded;   Nan Rhodes   Aye   Rob Vowell   Aye   Carson Kindall   Aye and Cy Wert   Aye.  The motion carried unanimously.

Wastewater De-Chlorination Project--Andy Gehrke reported that the required Annual report of Progress for 2007 has been completed for submittal.  A scope of work for the de-chlorination project has been prepared.  The scope includes a project schedule for project completion by the end of 2008.  Cy Wert made the motion to allow Holladay Engineering to start the design work.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously
NEW BUSINESS

Open and Award Bid Right of Way Superior Street--Mayor Campbell received and opened the following bids submitted to the City for the Right of Way Appraisal on the Superior Street/Mill Rd. project.  No.1 Bid Jerome T. Bailey Right of Way Services No. 2 Bid Negotiation Services LLC-Lawrence Rincover and No. 3 Bid G.S. Real Estate Services--Greg Ruddell.  After review of the three bids, Nan Rhodes made a motion to accept the bid of $10,500.00 from Negotiation services, L.L.C. for Right of Way appraisals for the Superior Street/Mill Rd. Project. The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.      

Agreement For Use of Facilities For Polling Place--A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to authorize the Mayor to sign the Agreement For Use of Facilities For Polling Place for the upcoming Primary Election to be held May 27, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Collapsed Exhibit Hall Discussion--Justin Mink, representing the Washington County fair Board, reported on the progress of replacing the County Exhibit Hall. The Council reviewed maps and a drawing of the proposed building to replace the collapsed Exhibit Hall.  Discussion was held concerning ownership of land surrounding the proposed future facility and other upgrades planned.  The Council was pleased with the plans set before them. 

Home Occupations--Discussion was held concerning a request to have a business in a garage in a residential area.  After reviewing the City Code, the Council determined there was no problem with the request as long as the city sign ordinance was followed.

Executive Session--Nan Rhodes made the motion at 8:52 pm to adjourn into executive session according to Idaho Code 67-2345 sub section b to consider evaluation of employees.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the following roll call vote was recorded;   Nan Rhodes   Aye   Rob Vowell   Aye   Cy Wert   Aye   Carson Kindall   Aye  The motion was carried unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made the motion to adjourn from executive session at 9:35 pm to go back into regular City Council meeting.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  The following roll call vote was recorded;   Cy Wert   Aye   Rob Vowell   Aye   Nan Rhodes   Aye Carson Kindall   Aye.   The motion was carried unanimously.  

Action From Executive Session--Nan Rhodes made the motion to increase Ernie's wages by $2.00 per hour and 10 days paid vacation and 6 paid holidays and increase Sandra's wages $2.00 per hour and 10 days paid vacation and 6 paid holidays.  The motion was seconded by Rob Vowell.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to amend the main motion to include the effective date of March 1, 2008.  Rob Vowell seconded the amended motion and the motion was voted on and the motion was carried unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made the motion to pass the main motion as amended seconded by Rob Vowell and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.
