Regular Meeting

March 11, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 11, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:52 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.   Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE,  Deputy M Gonzales of WCSO, Bonnie Belair, Caryl Whitlatch, Don Shively, Chad Rydalch, and Rob Vowell.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Jeff 
Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve special council meeting minutes, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills). Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the LHTAC Council meeting is March 15.  They will be ranking the applications at this meeting.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – Regarding the WWPG, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that the 3-day comment period for the EID ended March 8th.  Copies of the responses will be included in the EID.  One comment from the Corp of Engineers will be clarified to them.
Ordinance #3-2013 Amending Residential Zone Permitted Uses and Structure Definition – Nina Hawkins made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nina Hawkins then read Ordinance #3-2013 by title only.  Nina Hawkins then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2013.  Mary James seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nina Hawkins then made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Mary James.  A roll call vote was taken by the clerk with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Conditional Use Permit – American Towers LLC and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC (AT&T) Bonnie Belair Petitioners for Construction and Permanent Placement of Cell Tower in Residential Zone – The council discussed the proposed conditional use permit.  This included adding to item #4 that landscape plans will be submitted to Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton for approval and adding and item #9 air conditioner vents will be routed away from existing residential housing facing the southwest.  Jeff Chance stated he was still not comfortable with the cell tower because of safety concerns.  The council went through the action report for findings of fact for the permit and believed all of them were satisfied except Jeff Chance did not think #1 was satisfied which is that the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or welfare.  Mary James made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for American Tower LLC and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC (AT&T) Bonnie Belair Petitioners for Construction and Permanent Placement of a Cell Tower in a Residential Zone as discussed.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A vote was taken with Councilmember Wert aye, Councilmember James aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, and Councilmember Chance nay.  The motion passed.
Comprehensive Plan Draft for Updating – Mary James made a motion to table this item till the next meeting.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:17 p.m.
