Regular Meeting

March 12, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 12, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Matthew Cox, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, City Intern Holden McKee, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Bob Mixdorf, Nina Hawkins, and Jack Toothman.   Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton was absent.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Matthew Cox led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported there were no new items this month except the Wastewater Planning Grant which will be discussed in the next item.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Draft Facility Plan Report has been submitted to Idaho DEQ.  Jack Gantz at DEQ is currently reviewing it.  Following review comments by the City and DEQ, the Draft Report will be modified and presented for public comment.  After public comments are received and final alternative selection, the Final Facility Plan will be prepared and submitted.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton has submitted comments on behalf of the city.  If the city has any further comments they need to submit them to HE.  Matthew Cox then asked Andy Gehrke about funding sources for the project.  Andy stated the usual funding comes from DEQ and USDA Rural Development and are usually split 20% grant and 80% loan.

Bob Mixdorf – Candidate for Washington County Commissioner District III- Bob Mixdorf introduced himself to the council and stated that he was running for Washington County Commissioner District III.  He told the council about his goals and encouraged them to check out his website at bobmixdorf.org if they would like more information.

Cambridge Commercial Club Request for Street Closures – Hell’s Canyon Days – Mary James made a motion to approve the Commercial Club request for the closure of North Superior Street from the intersection of Hwy 95 in front of the Pioneer one block east to the intersection of Superior and McKinley and Central Blvd from Superior Street to 1st Street on Saturday, June 2, 2012 from the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. to accommodate the 17th Annual Hells Canyon Days Car Show & Shine.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Brett Newbold and Christy Schill Newbold – Legal Agreement – Brett Newbold and Christy Schill Newbold still have not signed and turned in the legal agreement offered to them by the council.  Matthew Cox made a motion to have the City Clerk Sandra McKee write a letter to Brett Newbold and Christy Schill Newbold informing them that they have until March 26th to sign and notarize the legal agreement offered by the council and turn it into the City or late charges would start to be assessed again.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Draft Zoning Changes for New Ordinance – Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Mary James to table this item until the next meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – The Draft Sign Ordinance was discussed.  Ernie Houghton was absent but would have some input on a sign ordinance at the next meeting.  Jeff Chance had some changes he would like to see in the draft and the mayor wrote them down to look into and incorporate in the draft.  He would like the draft to be concise but flexible.  Other types of signs that need addressed are single pole, free standing, temporary, and monument.  All signs need to meet the electrical and building code.  The mayor will continue to work on the draft ordinance.

Adjourn – Matthew Cox made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:48 p.m.
