Regular Meeting

March 12, 2018
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 12, 2018 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Toothman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Jack Toothman, Council President Mark Loveland, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Gary Franklin.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Richard Trost, Nadine Chance, Thel Pearson, Lyle Sall, Steve Nettleton, Robert Almanzo of HECO Engineers, Nanette Rhodes, Jon Andersen, Lynda Yoder, Jim Birdsall, Dustin Robbins, Robert Vowell, and Steve Newman. 
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Toothman welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Gary Franklin led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approve Current Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the current agenda with the change of moving #9 Fair Housing Month Proclamations after #5 so Mr. Birdsall could attend the Midvale City Council Meeting in time.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Read Minutes of Regular City Council Meeting February 12, 2018 and Approve – Mayor Toothman read the minutes out loud from February 12, 2018.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the minutes as read.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Read and Approve Payment of Bills – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the bills. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reported that on the LHTAC Local Strategic Initiatives Program 17 projects totaling $10 million were funded but the Cambridge project was not funded.  The LHTAC Children Pedestrian Safety Program funded 12 projects totaling about $2 million however the Cambridge project was not among those funded. 
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Progress Report #21 and Warrington Payment Application #6 –Jim Birdsall reported that the Progress Report #21 will be presented at the next meeting as no IDCBG funds can be released at this time.  He asked for approval of the Warrington Payment Application #6 with the approved check not being sent to Warrington until funding comes through.  Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reported that $8,598.46 remains in retainage pending completion of the remaining items.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Warrington Payment Application #6.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Fair Housing Month Proclamation – Mayor Jack Toothman read the Fair Housing Month Proclamation.  It proclaims April as Fair Housing Month.  It will be published in The Upper Country News-Reporter.
Sewer Connection Waivers and Violation Update Report – City Clerk – City Clerk Sandra McKee gave the following report on the sewer connection violation State of Idaho vs. Jack Toothman.  The jury trial scheduled for March 20 at 9:00 a.m. has been vacated and the city clerk has not heard of a new hearing date as of yet. 
Review Title 5 Chapter 3 – Dogs – Discussion was held on this ordinance.  Gary Franklin has looked into other ordinances and definitions.  Mayor Toothman also had definitions he would like considered.  The council would like to consider changing the definition.
Review Title 5 Chapter 4 – Animals – Discussion was held on this ordinance.  Gary Franklin made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland for the council to hold a workshop on the dog and animals ordinance at Cambridge City Hall on April 2, 2018 at 7:00 p.m.  The motion passed unanimously.  A special meeting will be posted for the workshop.
Review Title 7 Chapter 1 – Streets, Sidewalks, and Public Ways – Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to table this item permanently.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Open Forum for Comments or Statements Not Covered in Agenda Items From Citizens in Community – Jon Andersen asked the council if the workshop will be an open meeting.  The city clerk stated that it would be posted and would be open meeting.
Motions were made to adjourn but then Mayor Toothman asked for an executive session.  City Clerk Sandra McKee explained executive session laws and if one was held it must be before adjournment.  Mayor Toothman decided to not ask for an executive session.  
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mark Loveland seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:50 p.m.
