Regular Meeting

March 14, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 14, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Thel Pearson, Jon Anderson, Nina Hawkins, Jerri Bemis, Dystinee Miller, Karen Meyer, Tammi Holman, Brady Johnston of WCSO
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting and special city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the corrected Holladay Engineering amount showing $513.65 added back in as it was included in the payment application. Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that work on the Environmental Document is underway on the Community Choices for Idaho Sidewalk project.  The Historical Report has been submitted on the project.
Wastewater Improvement Project - Engineering Payment Application #15 – Discussion was held concerning the above item.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Engineering Payment Application #15. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project Including Trees & Lighting and USDA RD Community Facilities Program – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on this project during the regular report item.  Mayor Rhodes reported that a meeting with Carol Garrison of USDA RD, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent, and herself was held regarding the possibility of a grant from the USDA RD Community Facilities Program to help fund equipment such as light poles, trees, dirt, wire, etc… to help finish the Central Business District area.  The Mayor signed an application to apply for $60,000 in grant funds for this project from USDA RD.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #3 and Jim Birdsall Report – Jim Birdsall was sick and unable to attend the meeting.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #3.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that a request for release of funds had been submitted and hopefully funds would be available in a week.
Signs at Entrance to City – Dystinee Miller & Cambridge Commercial Club – Dystinee Miller a senior at Cambridge High School addressed the council concerning the senior project she was working on.  She would like to see an entrance sign put on the north entrance to the city.  She had contacted Steve Berardinelli about placing the sign on his property and had contacted the Cambridge Commercial Club who is willing to pay for the sign and installation.  She wanted the council to be aware of the plans.  The Commercial Club would also install a new sign in the same style at the south entrance above their reader board.  The council thanked her for working on the project and no objections were noted.
Recycling – Councilmember Cy Wert reported on meeting with Sara Kindall regarding recycling.  Verl Cate reported on some information he had regarding the Adams County Recycling Program.  Karen Meyer who was filling in for Sara Kindall representing the Recyclables Lego League also addressed the council.  After much discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to participate in a 6 month trial for recycling through Hardin Sanitation with the Cambridge Education Foundation.  The city will split the costs with the Cambridge Education Association half and half with the Cambridge Education Association paying a maximum of $250.00 per month.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Fair Housing Proclamation by Mayor Rhodes – Mayor Rhodes read the proclamation proclaiming April 2016 as Fair Housing Month in the City of Cambridge.  The proclamation was signed and will be published in the Cambridge News Reporter.
Quiet Title Stockman’s Ranch Supply Land Donation – Mayor Rhodes and City Clerk Sandra McKee updated the council on the quiet title the city was working on for the land donated by Bob Huff on Commercial Street.  The council plans on giving some of the land to the Cambridge Fire District for a new fire station once the title is clear.  The Cambridge Fire District offered to pay for half of the costs for the quiet title.  The process should be complete in another month or two.
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2016 – No applications were received.  Bron Leuthold is still in the process of obtaining a license but hasn’t received it yet.
Sale of City Property at N 5th Street – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported she had tried to find a similar property to compare to the property the city owns on 5th Street.  She had found that a similar property was being advertised by Creed Noah Real Estate at 150 S 1st Street in Cambridge and the asking price was $24,500.00.  That property is 50 X 140 and the city property on 5th Street is only 50 X 100.  After some discussion the council decided not to sell the property at this time.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:27 p.m.
