Regular Meeting

March 9, 2015
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 9, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Jon Anderson, and Jeff Anderson of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition of Payment #4 from Holladay Engineering when approved by USDA.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD is preparing the final contract for approval for the Community Choices for Idaho – US 95 Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project.  The USDA Wastewater Project with revised plans and specs were submitted to DEQ and RD.  RD issued an approval letter on March 2, 2015.  DEQ approval is anticipated near the end of March.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
ICDBG Application Advancement for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Jim Birdsall, the grant administrator on the Idaho Community Development Block Grant for Phase 2 of our Wastewater Project, reported that the ICDBG Application Addendum had been completed and sent in on March 6th.  We should know later this month or the first part of April if we will receive funding or not.
General Addendum to IPWC Edition by City of Cambridge – Jim Birdsall presented the council with a Professional Services Contract regarding the Sewer Improvement Project Phase 2 grant administration.  The contract is contingent upon receiving ICDBG funding.  Also an addendum to the agreement was presented to name Shawn Charters of Charters Consulting as a subcontractor for grant administration.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve the Professional Services Contract with James A. Birdsall for the Wastewater Project Phase 2 pending award of the grant from ICDBG funding, requiring proof of insurance, and approving the addendum letter requesting Shawn Charter of Charters Consulting to be a subcontractor for the agreement.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Change Order Amendment #2 – Wastewater Project USDA – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering presented Change Order Amendment #2 for the wastewater system improvement project.  This amendment is in the amount of $4,728.34 increasing the Additional Services portion of the contract for a total contracted amount of $467,428.34.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Change Order Amendment #2 and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #5-2015 – General Addendum to IPWC Edition by City of Cambridge –   Ordinance #5- 2015 was discussed.  Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2015 IPWC Addendum by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with  Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #5-2015 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #5-2015.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #5-2015 IPWC Addendum under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #6-2015 – Sidewalk Construction, Building Permits, Remove P & Z Commission, Lot requirements, and Easements –  The council discussed Ordinance #6-2015.  Concerns were raised with the sidewalk requirements in residential and commercial zones and the width in each zone.  The Mayor will rework the ordinance for the next meeting. 
Set Budget Hearing for FY2016 Budget – Verl Cate made a motion to hold a budget hearing for the FY2016 budget on August 10, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Street Closure Request for Hells Canyon Days - Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the request for a street closure from the Cambridge Commercial Club for Saturday, June 6, 2015 from 7 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. in front of the Pioneer one block east to the intersection of Superior and McKinley for the Hells Canyon Days Car Show & Shine.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:00 p.m.
