Regular Meeting

May 11, 2015
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 11, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Jon Anderson, Bill Carson, and Jeff Anderson of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
she led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting and special meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD re-rated the ramps involved with the Community Choices Grant and they are not a high-priority. The likelihood of obtaining funding to replace the ramps is now much lower and the ramps may not be required as part of the project.  It was decided to not apply for the Ramp Grant.  The Transportation Plan has been revised based on City comments.  A public hearing will need to be set.  The Wastewater Project received final approval from DEQ on April 10, 2015.  Lot Book Reports for the lagoon property and the new easements have been prepared by the title company and submitted to RD.  Rural Development authorized bidding.  Advertisement for bids was issued and the bid opening was set for June 1, with a pre-bid meeting on May 19. 2015. 
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – ITD Professional Services Agreement – The ITD Professional Services Agreement was discussed and questions answered by Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve the ITD Professional Services Agreement with Holladay Engineering for the Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Transportation Plan – Set Public Hearing –   A few more changes were made to the Transportation Plan Draft.  Jeff Chance made a motion to set a public hearing for the Transportation Plan on June 8, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. with the regular council meeting to follow.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICDBG Application Advancement for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Jim Birdsall, the grant administrator on the Idaho Community Development Block Grant for Phase 2 of our Wastewater Project, reported that the ICDBG Application had been approved in the amount of $500,000.  He will contact the Idaho Department of Commerce to find out what we need to do to proceed.  It is thought that the Environmental Review will have to be done before the contract is done.  Jim will prepare a project schedule with a timeline for the project for the next meeting.
Bill Carson – City Land Adjacent to N 5th Street on NW Corner of Dead End Parcel #7450 –   Bill Carson asked the City Council if they would be interested in selling or trading the land the city owns adjacent to N 5th Street on the NW corner of Parcel #7450.  This land had been given to the city many years ago as a possible well site.  It is not big enough to meet the requirements for a well site so more land around it would need to be obtained if it were ever to be used for a well.  Discussion was held on a new proposed donation of land by Robert Huff and if it could be used for a well site.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton thought this land would be too close to the current well and there may be issues because of that.  Andy Gehrke, City Engineer from Holladay Engineering also agreed that a well on the Huff property would not be the best as it is too close to the current well.  Bill Carson stated he may be able to get a 100 ft. square out of the land he is thinking of buying beside this parcel to trade for this parcel.  This land could then be used for a future well site if needed.  Bill will check out the property and see if there is a possibility for a trade with the city.
Ordinance #7-2015 – Correct footages on page 4 regarding curb width and street width – This ordinance was table till next month for some more additions and corrections.
Ordinance #8-2015 – Bond Ordinance Amendment – 30 years to 40 years – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #8-2015 Bond Ordinance Amendment by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #8-2015 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #8-2015.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #8-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Letter of Endorsement for Grant – Cambridge Volunteer Ambulance – Stryker Power Load System – The Cambridge Volunteer Ambulance requested a letter of endorsement from the Mayor and also from the Council for the purchase of a Stryker Power Load system for the ambulance.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve a letter of endorsement for the Cambridge Volunteer Ambulance for the purchase of a Stryker Power Load system.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Rhodes also had prepared a letter of endorsement for the Cambridge Ambulance.
City Clerk Report – UB Receivables & Code Changes from Legislation - City Clerk Sandra McKee reported to the council that Washington County has taken 6 parcels of land in the city by tax deed.  The parcels have a total of $119,430.67 due in utility billing receivables.  This will have to be written off in the next audit.    She also went over some information she had received at the last AIC District Meeting held in Weiser.  This included misdemeanor reclassification, off highway vehicles, a new Title 74 in Idaho Code, penalties for open meeting violations, and the Highway Distribution Account. 
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:52 p.m.
