Andy Gehrke reported that final plans have been submitted to LHTAC and ITD for the Superior Street/Mill Road Project.

Report on City Property Lines at Fair Grounds
Nan Rhodes reported on the correct City property lines.  By fall the City may have new zoning maps and parcel maps for the City through Sage Resources.  Nan Rhodes will contact Mullinex and see what the expense of surveying one property line would be. 

Planning and Zoning--Mayor Campbell read a letter from the City Planning and Zoning Commission with the following recommendations;  1.  To disband this committee or 

2.  To reduce the size of members on the committee.  With the possibility of Sage Resources helping with the codifying of the City Code Book, Nan Rhodes made the motion to table the Planning and Zoning Commission discussion until the August City Council meeting.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Beer, Liquor, Wine License--With no representative present no action was taken for requested license for beer, liquor or wine license from Pioneer Home Grown Foods.

Scott Crimin--Scott Crimin a candidate for Washington County Sheriff introduced himself to the Mayor and Council.  He made suggestions for providing better protection from the police department for the City.   

Shirley Atteberry-Enhancement Program--Shirley Atteberry addressed the Council concerning the State Enhancement Program and requested that the City write a letter of support for the paving of the FWRT and construction of a Kiosk for the City of Midvale.

Mayor Campbell will check for more information

Street Dance for Hells Canyon Days--Patti Williams requested that the street remain closed after the Car Show at Hells Canyon Days to allow for a street dance with the proceeds going to the rebuilding of the Exhibit Hall.  Carson Kindall made a motion to keep Superior Street closed after the car show June 7th infront of the Phone Office and Cambridge News Paper and between McKinley and Central.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried.  Mayor Campbell will notify the Washington County Sheriff Department and request extra police presence.
