Regular Meeting

May 12, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 12, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Mary James led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of public hearing commercial rezone and regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that ITD issued a revised State/Local Agreement for City review.  It will be discussed as a separate item.  Regarding the wastewater project, Holladay Engineering is working on the subcontracts and scheduling for the sewer CCTV inspection and design surveying.  DEQ issued a notification letter on May 13, 2014 stating the project is not on the DEQ fundable project list for FY2015.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Discussion was held on concerns in the proposed State/Local Agreement.  City Attorney Bert Osborn was in the process of reviewing the agreement as well and would have his concerns to the city on Tuesday.  The council would like to wait for the Mr. Osborn’s concerns and have both his concerns and Holladay Engineering concerns addressed by ITD before approving the agreement.  A special meeting may be necessary.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding - The council reviewed information received from Shawn Charters of Shawn Charters Consulting regarding the cost of the income survey and chances of receiving a grant.  Mary James made a motion and Cy Wert seconded the motion to approve doing an income survey by Shawn Charters Consulting.  The motion passed unanimously.
Letter of Endorsement for Cambridge Volunteer Ambulance EMS Grant – Mary James made a motion to approve a letter of endorsement for the Cambridge Volunteer Ambulance EMS Grant.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  This letter of endorsement is by the City Council.   Mayor Rhodes is also doing a letter of endorsement.
Water Ordinance #2-2014 – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2014 Water Ordinance by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #2-2014 by title only.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2014.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  Mayor Rhodes then had the clerk take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2014 Water Ordinance under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Sewer Ordinance #3-2014 – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2014 Sewer Ordinance by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then read Ordinance #3-2014 by title only.  Mary James made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2014.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2014 Sewer Ordinance under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The city clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Police Protection –   Discussion was held on a proposed Law Enforcement Services Agreement with the Washington County Sheriff’s Office and Washington County.  City Attorney Bert Osborn has reviewed the agreement and finds it acceptable.  Washington County Sheriff Matt Thomas has also reviewed the agreement. Mary James made a motion to approve the Law Enforcement Services Agreement City of Cambridge, Washington County Sheriff’s Office and the County of Washington.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  It will now go on to the Washington County Commissioners for approval.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that a new agreement with the changes that were discussed with ITD had still not been received.  This past month ITD has also decided to give Cambridge control of the ROW from the rear of curb to private property boundary including signs and this change will be put in the agreement as well. ITD will retain control of the ROW from rear of curb to rear of curb. 

Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:22 p.m.
