Regular Meeting

May 14, 2012

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 14, 2012 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Matthew Cox, Mary James, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Chuck Strickland, Wendy Green of RC & D, Jack Toothman, and WCSO Samantha Starks.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was absent.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting.  Matthew Cox led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Matthew Cox made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was absent due to illness.  Nothing new.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was absent due to illness.  Nothing new.

RC & D Update – Wendy Green – Wendy Green the Coordinator for The West Central Highlands RC&D Council asked the council if they had any additional projects they would like RC & D to consider.  She talked to the council about looking for grants for watering trees & flowers in the Central Business District.  Ms. Green thought grant funding might be available for a summer job for youth to do this.  She will do some looking into grant possibilities.  Wendy Green also told the council how the City of Council was funding a sign project for the entrances of town by selling bricks that will go into the project.  She was aware the Cambridge was working on beautification and had talked about entrance signs.  She had pictures of Council’s proposed project to show the council.  Chuck Strickland suggested trying to advertise for retired military to move to our community and maybe advertising could be helped with a grant.  Wendy stated she did not think this type of advertising could be funded directly by a grant and that it would take steps by the council to see if they would like this to be an objective for the city or not.
Option & Structure Lease Agreement with New Cingular Wireless ( AT&T) at City Park & Water Tower – Discussion was held concerning the proposed Option & Structure Lease Agreement with New Cingular Wireless.  The council reviewed the comments and concerns Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton had put together concerning the lease.  The council was not sure the park was feasible for a project like this because of its size and use.  Other city property may be able to be considered but not the park.  A motion was made by Jeff Chance and seconded by Matthew Cox to direct the Mayor to tell New Cingular Wireless that the city had said no on the proposed lease.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.

Idaho State Historical Society – Local Historic Preservation Commission Members for Appointment – The Mayor reported she had nothing new at the moment.  She will contact Thel Pearson to see how the application is going.

Draft Zoning Changes for New Ordinance – Discussion was held on the proposed draft zoning changes for a new ordinance.  It was noted the document needed page numbers.  The proposal was gone through by the council with some changes made.  Mary James made a motion to accept the proposed changes and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  The Mayor will now put things into ordinance form.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – The Mayor asked the council if they had had sufficient time to go over the sign information from last time.  Some stated they had not.  Jeff Chance made a motion to table this item till the next meeting.  Matthew Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Matthew Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:05 p.m.
