Regular Meeting

May 9, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 9, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were Acting City Clerk and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jon Anderson, Tammi Holman, Jim Birdsall, Jerome Mapp, Lyle Sall, Orrin Kindall, Tom Lane, Eberle Umbaugh, Karen Meyer, Thel Pearson, and Brady Johnston (WCSO).
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting and approve payment of bills) with the addition of Holladay Engineering Invoice #8  to Agenda Item #8. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Recommendation to Washington County Commissioners – Cambridge Impact Area, Orrin & Hanna Kindall One Home Subdivision – After discussion with Rob Dickerson (WC P&Z), Jeff Chance made a motion to recommend approval of the Kindall rezone application to the Washington County Commission. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that each of the items to be discussed would be covered as an agenda item.

Wastewater Improvement Project - Engineering Payment Application #17, Warrington Change Order #7 – Time Extension, and Waive Sewer Connection Fees on Established Connections for Project - Discussion was held concerning the above items. Verl Cate made a motion to approve Engineering Payment Application #17, Warrington Change Order #7 – Time Extension, and Waive Sewer Connection Fees on Established Connections for Project. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Bond Ordinance #3-2016 – Sewer Revenue Bond Series 2016 - Discussion was held concerning the above item, including questions from the audience regarding mandatory connection to the new sewer line. Verl Cate made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2016 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  Acting City Clerk Ernie Houghton took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed. Verl Cate then read Ordinance #3-2016 by title only. Verl Cate made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2016.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed.  Verl Cate then made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance. The Acting City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed.

ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #5, Administrative Payment Application #2, and Waive Sewer Connection Fees on Established Connections for Project – Discussion was held concerning the above items. Cy Wert made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #5, Administrative Payment Application #2, and Waive Sewer Connection Fees on Established Connections for Project.   Verl Cate seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
4th Street Improvement Project – Approval to Move Forward with Bidding Process When Final Plans Approved - Andy Gehrke discussed the above item. The Draft Plan Set will be completed later this week, and should be ready to bid before the next City Council meeting. Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the 4th Street Improvement Project – Approval to Move Forward with Bidding Process When Final Plans Approved. Verl Cate seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project and USDA RD Community Facilities Program Grant – Approve Invoices 5, 6, 7, & 8 from Holladay Engineering – Andy Gehrke discussed the grant application. The Historical Report has been submitted to ITD. The Draft Plans should be ready next week. Andy brought 3 packets of possible street lighting fixtures for the City Council to review, and asked if they could narrow their choices down to just a few light fixtures by the next City Council meeting. Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Invoices 5, 6, 7, & 8 from Holladay Engineering. Cy Wert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Water System Planning Grant – Contract with Holladay Engineering – Andy will have the contract ready by the next City Council meeting.
Approve Notice of Intent to Donate Property to Cambridge Fire Protection District and Set Public Hearing on Property Transfer - Discussion was held concerning the above item. Cy Wert made a motion to approve the Notice of Intent to Donate Property to Cambridge Fire Protection District and Set Public Hearing on Property Transfer. Jeff Chance seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. After another brief discussion, Verl Cate made a motion to set the Public Hearing date as June 13, 2016 at 6:30 pm. Cy Wert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Report Councilmember Cy Wert – Commercial Club Meeting Regarding Streets & Sidewalks - Councilmember Cy Wert reported on his attendance at a recent Commercial Club meeting. The Commercial Club wants the vendors to be confined to a designated area on Central Blvd., but will allow the Library to have vendors at their location. After substantial discussion, the City Council decided to allow the Commercial Club to regulate the vendor areas and to enforce gently those that may want to be located where they may not be allowed. The City Council will see how this year works as described, and may make changes for next year.
Report on Recycling Trial Program – Karen Meyer gave an update on the recycling program. She reported that they were not quite ready with the signage and news articles, but hopes to have something next week.
Comprehensive Plan Draft & Set Public Hearing – Discussion was held on the Draft Comprehensive Plan.  The council discussed several errors and typo issues that still need to be corrected. Councilman Cate questioned the incorrect data that was included from the ACS database. Section 3.2.2, Exhibit 7 of the Housing section showed no new residential building since the year 2000 when, in fact, six houses and two businesses were newly built during this period. Councilman Cate felt that persons looking at the ACS chart would think that Cambridge is a dying community. Jerome Mapp stated that they can’t change the ACS chart, but they could insert an asterisk and footnote explaining that the City disagreed. The Council wanted more than an asterisk and asked to have the City provide correct data, which has been done. With assurances that all corrections will be made, Jeff Chance made a motion to set a Public Hearing date of June 13, 2016 at 7:00 pm, contingent upon all corrections being made prior to the Public Hearing. Cy Wert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Jim Birdsall and Jerome Mapp said they would have corrected copies to the City Council in the next two weeks so the Council would have time to review the completed draft prior to the Public Hearing.
Approve 911 Board Member – Ernie Houghton reported that Sandra McKee had not received any information yet.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:17 p.m.
