
City of Cambridge

Regular Meeting

November 10, 2014
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 10, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Mary James presented a letter of resignation effective November 1, 2014.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jeff Anderson of WCSO, Chuck Strickland, Tom Anderson, Shawn Charters, Jim Birdsall, and Jon Anderson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) with the addition because information was just received of #7 Twenty-five year Lease with FWRT for Railroad Street, #8 Accept resignation of Councilmember Mary James, and add wording left out on item #5 at end of Easement Description Preparation. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the PAWG transportation group ranked the Cambridge 4th Street Project at #3.  This should help with points on the application since we are in their top three.  The application for LHTAC Funding for FY2016 is being prepared and updated support letters have been requested.  Comments are back from ITD on the Community Choices for Idaho project and Holladay Engineering is addressing those comments this week.
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
Idaho Community Development Block Grant Funding – Discussion was held concerning the ICDBG funding application. Verl Cate made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to submit an application for ICDBG funding for the proposed sewer improvements and to authorize the Mayor to sign documents for this purpose.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously. City Clerk Sandra McKee reported to the council that Requests for Proposals for Grant Administrator Services had been sent to four people; Shawn Charters, Michael McCoy, Jerome Mapp, and Jim Birdsall. Jerome Mapp responded that he was unable to respond at this time, Michael McCoy did not respond, and Shawn Charters and Jim Birdsall both responded as a team of James A. Birdsall & Associates and Shawn Charters Consulting.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Grant Administrator Services of James A. Birdsall & Associates and Shawn Charters Consulting for the ICDBG funding.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  
Sewer Project for Engineering Contract Amendment No. 1 – SCADA/Control System and Easement Description Preparation – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering presented Amendment to Owner-Engineer Agreement No.1 to the council.  It addressed SCADA/control system integration and programming to be proved as an Additional Services item.  It also included additional compensation for easement description preparation.  The total of the amendment is $33,600.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Amendment No. 1 to the Engineering Contract for the SCADA/Control System and Easement Description Preparation subject to USDA RD approval.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Accept Audit for FY2014 – Quest CPA’s P.C. -   The audit for FY2014 was presented to the council.  The audit went very well and the auditor thought that it was a strong year financially for the City of Cambridge.  City Clerk Sandra McKee highlighted some areas of the audit.  Cy Wert made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to accept the audit for FY2014 by Quest CPA’s P.C.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Twenty Five Year Lease with Friends of the Weiser River Trail for Railroad Street – Mayor Rhodes reported the negotiations with the FWRT were underway as we need to get a new lease in place for our ICDBG funding.  She had met with representatives of the group and is in the process of having a new lease drawn up by the city attorney.  FWRT are asking for garbage service to be provided at the kiosk and a small monetary one time amount such as $100 is made for the lease.  The Mayor has called a special meeting for November 19, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. to approve the proposed lease.  
Accept Resignation of Councilmember Mary James – Mary James has submitted a letter of resignation to the Mayor and Council for her position of councilmember effective November 1, 2014.  Verl Cate made a motion to accept the resignation of Councilmember Mary James effective November 1, 2014.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:43 p.m.
