Regular Meeting

November 13, 2017
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 13, 2017 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Jim Birdsall, Lynda Yoder, Richard Trost, Gary Franklin, Nadine Chance, Thel Pearson, Jack Toothman, Brandie Lincoln, Lyle Sall, and Mark Loveland.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, public hearings, special meeting, and approve payment of bills) Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Approve Solid Waste Franchise Facts & Findings – Jon Andersen made a motion to approve the Solid Waste Franchise Facts & Findings.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

To protect the public health, sanitation, safety, welfare and environment in the City of Cambridge, the following findings of fact and conclusion of law support the need for a solid waste franchise for anyone wanting to engage in solid waste collection within the City of Cambridge:

Findings of Fact;

1. To insure safe, economical and comprehensive solid waste management service and insure economical collection, transportation, and disposal of solid waste.

2. To provide for just, fair, and equitable rates to users of solid waste services that are adequate to provide necessary services to the public.

3. To eliminate duplication of service routes to conserve energy and material resources, reduce air pollution, noise pollution, and truck traffic, and increase efficiency, thereby minimizing consumer cost.

4. To provide standards for solid waste service and public responsibilities.

5. To protect against improper and dangerous handling of hazardous wastes.

6. To insure maintenance of financially stable, reliable solid waste collection service and facilities and provide a basis and incentive for investment in waste handling equipment, facilities, sites, systems and new technology.

Conclusions of Law;

Ordinance #2-2017 Solid Waste – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2017 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  Mayor Rhodes asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #2-2017 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2017.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2017 – Solid Waste under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Solid Waste Removal Contract – Hardin Sanitation, Inc. dba Idaho Garbologist had requested to renew their Solid Waste Contract with the City of Cambridge for the remaining 7 years.  (See contract - Term. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained within Section 8 of the Contract, the parties acknowledge and confirm that the term of the Contract shall be extended for a period of seven (7) years commencing on January 1, 2018, thereby extending the termination date of the Contract to December 31, 2024.)    Jon Andersen made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to renew the Solid Waste Contract with Hardin Sanitation, Inc. dba Idaho Garbologist for the remaining 7 years.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reported that DEQ issued an approval letter November 3rd and is awaiting RD approval for the water planning study.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 2 – Progress Report #18, HECO Pay Application #20, Warrington Payment Application #5, and Administrative Bill #7– After some discussion Jon Andersen made a motion to approve Progress Report #18, HECO Pay Application #20, Warrington Pay Application #5, and Administrative Bill #7.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Transportation Grant Funding Applications – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers discussed Transportation Grant Funding Applications with the council.  After some discussion, Jeff Chance made a motion to approve funds from the General Fund, Capital Outlay Account, Capital Projects Fund line item to be used for TAP Funding as a cash match. (7.34%) up to $40,000.00. (The approved budget for FY2018 had allocated Capital Project Funds.)  Jon Andersen seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously
Benches in Central Business District –  City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that benches had been ordered and it could take up to 6 weeks to receive them.
Ordinance #3-2017 – Streets, Sidewalks, and Public Ways – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2017 – Street, Sidewalks, and Public Ways by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Jon Andersen seconded the motion.  The mayor asked City Clerk Sandra McKee to take a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #3-2017 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2017.  The motion was seconded by Jon Andersen.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2017 Street, Sidewalks, and Public Ways under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jon Andersen.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember Andersen aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at approximately 8:24 p.m.
