Regular Meeting

November 14, 2011

7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 14, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Carson Kindall, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Samantha Starks of WCSO, Matt Thomas of WCSO, Nina Hawkins, and Jeff Chance.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills).  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the Superior Street/ Mill Rd Project.  ITD accepted a primer for the waterproofing membrane, which was not compliant with the manufacture’s recommendations.  The city issued a letter to ITD requesting replacement of the membrane and asphalt if water seepage through the deck is observed in the next 5 years.  No response to this letter has been received yet.  Andy Gehrke also reviewed the LHTAC Local Rural Highway Investment Program with the council.  Last year the council had applied for this funding for the 4th Street Project.  Cambridge ranked 39 out of 53 applications last year.  Mr. Gehrke asked the council if they would like to apply for this funding again this year and or the transportation plan funding.  The transportation plan funding would help the City score higher on future funding applications for construction projects.  The deadline to apply for FY2013 is December 2, 2011.  After some discussion Rob Vowell made a motion to apply for the 4th Street Construction Project and Transportation Plan Funding through LHTAC Local Rural Highway Investment Program Funding.  Matt Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  (It was found out the next day by HE that only one could be applied for starting this year and not both so only the 4th Street Project will be applied for).   It was also reported that on the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant that work is underway on development of alternatives for the collection system and treatment facility improvements, Capital Improvement Plan, and collection system master plan map.  

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Work is still in progress - nothing requiring action.

Sheriff Matt Thomas – Request to Address Council – Washington County Sheriff Matt Thomas presented his proposed project to the council.  Sheriff Thomas has coordinated with ITD to install radar signs on both the north and south entrance of Highway 95 and also one on Highway 71 near the school.  ITD will be using Cambridge as a pilot project with radar signs.  ITD will pay for one half of the project and the Washington County Sheriff Office the other half.  Each sign will cost approximately $2,500.00 for a total of about $7,500.00 for the total project.  The council thanked Sheriff Thomas for working on this project, as speeding has been an issue in the city on the highways.  The City has on the agenda tonight to talk about a Speed Calming Trailer but will now not have to worry about that.  Sheriff Thomas asked if the City would provide a letter of support for the radar signs project.  Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to have the mayor write a letter of support on the radar signs project.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ordinance #5-2011 – Rescind Involuntary Water & Sewer Part of Ordinance #4-2011 and Rescind City Polling Hours - Discussion was held regarding rescinding the above.  The mayor will rework parts of the ordinance as requested by the council and will bring it back next month.

Accept City Election Results as Certified by Washington County – City Clerk Sandra McKee presented the certified results of the city election as canvassed by the Washington County Commissioners.  The commissioners acting as a Board of Canvassers of Election convened on November 10, 2011 stating that a complete abstract of all votes cast at the November 8, 2011 election were attached showing that Matthew L. Cox had received 82 votes for the four-year term and Mary James had received 21 votes as a write-in for the two-year term.  The total registered voters for the city are 178 and the total ballots cast were 96.  Matt Cox made a motion to accept the city election results as certified by Washington County.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Accept Audit for FY2011 – Folke CPSs P.C. – The City audit for FY2011 was presented.  In Tim Folke’s written comments on the audit he stated he was pleased to report that the 2010/11 audit went very well.  The audit process involves independently verifying account balances, testing compliance, analytic review, vouching vendor payments, and so forth.  No exceptions were noted in any of the audit procedures.  The accuracy of the books continues to improve, and is the very best he had seen during his tenure as City auditor.  Matt Cox made a motion to accept the FY2011 audit.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Draft Zoning Changes for New Ordinance – After much discussion the council requested that zoning for other cities that are close to us be looked at such as Council and Cascade.

Proposal Black Mountain Software – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee presented a proposal from Black Mountain Software.  ABS is still not meeting the cities needs and there are still glitches in the program.  After much discussion Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the proposal from Black Mountain Software as presented for a total of $13,520.00.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, and Matt Cox nay.  The motion passed.

Speed Calming Trailer – no need to discuss after Washington County Sheriff Office proposal for radar signs pilot project.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Discussion was held regarding signs and a sign ordinance currently used in Fruitland.  Mayor Rhodes asked the council to review and mark up the sign ordinance to be gone over at the next meeting.

Executive Session – 67-2345 1 (A) Hiring a Public Officer  - Matt Cox made a motion to go into Executive Session according to Idaho Code 67-2345 1(A) Hiring Public Officer.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the clerk took a roll call vote with councilmember Kindall aye, councilmember Cox aye, councilmember Vowell aye, and councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously and the council entered executive session at 8:50 p.m.  Carson Kindall made a motion to come out of executive session and Matt Cox seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously and the council reconvened in regular session at 9:15 p.m.

Adjourn – Matthew Cox made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:16 p.m.
