Regular Meeting

November 8, 2010

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 8, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, S. Mosley of WCSO, Chuck Strickland, Jack Marvin, Jeff Chance, Joe Wrenfroe, Kayla Cant, and Jeri Bemis.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilmember Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Nina Hawkins made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting October 11, 2010, approve payment of bills) with approval to pay four licenses at $35.00 each from Bureau of Occupational Licenses if the charge comes through today on the Visa Card.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the only new item of business was that DEQ has indicated that funds are available for Cambridge at this time for a DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant.  An application has been prepared for submission to DEQ this month following the Cities approval and signatures, which will be discussed on item #3 of the agenda.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering presented the council with the completed DEQ FY 2011 Wastewater Planning Grant Application.  Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to accept the Idaho Wastewater Planning Grant Application and submit it.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

An Authorizing Resolution (no number) for the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant was then introduced by motion of Carson Kindall and seconded by Rob Vowell.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Carson Kindall then read Resolution DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant Authorizing Resolution by title only.  Carson Kindall made a motion to pass Resolution DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant Authorizing Resolution under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Nina Hawkins.  Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The resolution passed unanimously.

LHTAC Investment Program Funding – Discussion was held concerning LHTAC Investment Program Funding.  This funding is up to $100,000 for construction but funds can’t be used for salaries, engineering, or equipment.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton noted that the projects in greatest need of this funding include 4th Street and 2nd Street between Hwy 71 and Central Blvd.  Application costs would probably be around $1,000 to $1,500.  Support letters and pictures would also be needed.  Rob Vowell made a motion to authorize Holladay Engineering to apply for LHTAC Investment Program Funding for 4th Street.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

LHTAC Federal-Aid Incentive Program STP 2011 - Discussion was held about LHTAC Federal-Aid Incentive Program STP 2011 funding.  The council decided to wait till next year to consider applying for this funding.

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that final results of the seepage testing have not been received from Strata yet.

Award RFP Solid Waste Collection Franchise – Discussion was held concerning the RFP received from the Idaho Garboligist and Lake Shore Disposal.  A RFP rate comparison was given by Mayor Rhodes – see last page of Mayor Recommendations.  Rob Vowell made a motion to award the RFP and Solid Waste Collection Franchise to Idaho Garboligist effective January 1, 2011.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell made a motion to not do the recycling part of the RFP for Solid Waste Collection at this time.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Draft Ordinance #2-2010 – Usage In and To Any City Owned, Leased, or Maintained Natural Area, Park, Playground, or Play Field, Parking Lot or Other Property - Discussion was held on Draft Ordinance #2-2010 and the corrections suggested will be made for introduction at the next meeting.

Rob Vowell then made a motion to table agenda items #9 (City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District) and #10 (Draft Ordinance #3-2010 – Trees and Shrubs) until next month (December meeting) and table #12 (Website for City of Cambridge) and #13 (Christmas Decorations for City) until the March 2011 meeting.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – tabled till next month (December meeting)

Draft Ordinance #3-2010 – Trees and Shrubs – tabled till next month (December meeting)

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – Discussion was held regarding the Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease and insurance concerns.  Clerk Sandra McKee noted she had talked with Nick Petitermet, the President of the Cambridge Commercial Club and they were looking into insurance for the Rodeo Grounds. It is hoped to know more information by next meeting.

Website for City of Cambridge – tabled till March 2011 meeting

Christmas Decorations for City – table till March 2011 meeting

Accept Audit for FY2010 – Year Ended September 30, 2010 –  Cy Wert made a motion to accept the Audit for FY2010.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee reviewed the year-end quarterly financial report with the council.  She also noted that this past month an error on the size of a water meter with the Cambridge School District was found when the meter was physically looked at.  It is a smaller size than the City has been billing for.  A credit was made on the account for the Cambridge School District, which was over $4,000.00.  This will further impact an already stressed budget in the water fund.  Sandra McKee also explained that the City would have to start using EFTPS for payroll payments starting the first of the year, as the bank will no longer be able to accept these payments.  Census return rates for the city were also discussed and problems with the Census mailing to PO boxes that were returned was felt to be part of the low numbers for the City return rate.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:43 p.m.
